AN ORDINANCE OF THE CITY OF HARTFORD, SOUTH DAKOTA, AMENDING HARTFORD ZONING REGULATIONS ORDINANCE #485 BY REPEALING CHAPTER 5, R-2 DISTRICT, MULTI-FAMILY RESIDENTIAL DISTRICT AND PROVIDING THE FOLLOWING ZONING REGULATIONS BY CREATING CHAPTER 5A, R-2A, SINGLE-FAMILY RESIDENTIAL DISTRICT AND CREATING CHAPTER 5B, R-2B, MULTI-FAMILY RESIDENTIAL DISTRICT.

BE IT ORDAINED BY THE CITY OF HARTFORD, SOUTH DAKOTA:

CHAPTER
5A

R-2A: SINGLE-FAMILY (UP TO 4 UNITS) RESIDENTIAL DISTRICTtc "R-2\: MULTI-FAMILY RESIDENTIAL DISTRICT"ADVANCE \d 7
The purpose of this district is to provide for certain low density residential areas the City now developed primarily with single-family, two-family and multiple family (up to 4 units) dwellings and where similar development is likely to occur.
