ORDINANCE NO. 516

An ordinance amending Chapter 1.02 Mayor and City Council 1.0206 Election and Terms of Ordinance No. 430 of the Revised Municipal Ordinances of the City of Hartford.

Be it ordained by the City of Hartford, South Dakota, that Section 1.0206 Election and Terms of Chapter 1.02 Mayor and City Council of Ordinance No. 430 be amended in its entirety to read as follows:

1.206      Election and Terms. 

A. Councilman:

One City Councilman shall be elected at 

large from each of the three wards for a term of three years, unless otherwise provided herein, until their successors are elected and qualified.



The Ward I Councilman position elected in the 2007 election 

to a two year term will be elected in 2009 to a three year 

term and will continue with three year terms thereafter. The Ward I Councilman position to be elected in 2008 will hold a three year term and will be elected in 2011 to a three year term and continue with three year terms thereafter.

The Ward II Councilman position elected in the 2007 election to a two year term will be elected in 2009 to a three year term and will continue with three year terms thereafter. The Ward II Councilman position to be elected in 2008 will hold a three year term and will be elected in 2012 to a three year term and continue with three year terms thereafter.

The Ward III Councilman position elected in the 2007 election to a two year term will be elected in 2009 to a three year term and will continue with three year terms thereafter. The Ward III Councilman position to be elected in 2008 will hold a three year term and continue with three year terms thereafter.

There shall be one Councilman elected from each ward at each annual election for a three year term, unless otherwise provided herein. Each Councilman shall be a resident and a qualified elector of the ward from which he is elected, and shall have resided in the City at least one year prior to his election.

B. Mayor:

The Mayor shall be elected at large for a term of three years until his successor is elected and qualified. The Mayor elected in 2007 will be for a two year term. The Mayor elected in 2009 will be elected to a three year term and will continue with three year terms thereafter. The Mayor shall be a resident and qualified elector of the City of Hartford and shall reside in the City at least one year prior to his election.
