

ORDINANCE # 554
AN ORDINANCE OF THE CITY OF HARTFORD, SOUTH DAKOTA, UPDATING THE SUBDIVISION REGULATIONS OF THE CITY OF HARTFORD. 
BE IT ORDAINED BY THE CITY COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF HARTFORD, SOUTH DAKOTA THAT THE FOLLOWING SECTIONS OF THE HARTFORD SUBDIVISION REGULATIONS – ORDINANCE #486 ARE HEREBY AMENDED TO READ AS FOLLOWS:

Article V – General Requirements & Design Standards:

Section 9:  Utility Tapping Fees.  Utility tapping fees will be imposed on any additional utility taps on the city’s water and/or sewer mains in new developments platted after July 1, 2010 in areas where the water and sewer have already been installed.  Any additional utility taps on the city’s water and/or sewer mains in new developments after July 1, 2010 will pay a tapping fee of $500.00 for each utility prior to connecting to the city mains.  All taps will be made by the installer and shall be inspected by the City of Hartford. 

Street repairs after utility taps shall be as follows:  Trenches shall be compacted to consistency of surrounding materials.  The street surface shall be square cut and patched according to excavation permit.  Cuts on streets with top lift in place shall be cut large enough to have first and second lifts installed by a paving machine.  

An application is required to be completed and approved by the City of Hartford before any utility taps can be made. All costs of utility taps will be incurred by the applicant.  

Article VI – Improvements Required for Final Plat Approval:  

Section 3:  Streets.  All streets, roads, and alleys shall be graded and surfaced to their full widths by the subdivider.  Pavement widths shall be measured between the edges of the gutters, thereby excluding curb and gutter widths from the measurement of pavement width.

Minimum pavement widths to be provided are:

Road Surfacing:  All roadways to be dedicated for public use shall be surfaced from curb to curb.  Surfacing between the gutters shall, at a minimum, be either:

*Asphalt, four (4) inches thick, with a six (6) inch aggregate base course; or

*Portland Cement Concrete (non-reinforced), seven (7) inches thick, with a four (4) inch gravel cushion.

All surfaced roadways shall be installed within one year after curb and gutter has been installed within the subdivision, or per assurance agreement.  Pavement installation dates shall be in accordance with South Dakota Department of Transportation standard specifications.  

In cases where streets are anticipated to have higher than normal traffic volumes or an unusually high proportion of traffic from heavier vehicles, the Planning Commission may recommend, and the City Council may require, higher road surfacing standards for such streets.  

Section 9:  Street Signs.  The subdivider shall coordinate with the City of Hartford to install street signs, which shall indicate the street name and block number, at each intersection.  All signage will be installed by the City. The subdivider is responsible for the cost of all signage required by the City including materials, costs and installation. The cost of signage materials, installation and other costs will be billed to the subdivider and must be paid within 30 days of billing. A payment which is not made within 30 days of billing is subject to a 20% penalty assessed on the entire costs of the materials, installation and other costs.
