ORDINANCE #505

AN ORDINANCE OF THE CITY OF HARTFORD, SOUTH DAKOTA, AMENDING TITLE 3, CHAPTER 3.02 SECTION 3.0101 DEFINITION E,

BE IT ORDAINED BY THE GOVERNING BODY OF THE CITY OF HARTFORD, SOUTH DAKOTA:

THAT TITLE 3, CHAPTER 3.02, SECTION 3.0101 DEFINITION E be amended as follows:

E. “Abandoned Vehicle” – Any vehicle that is left unattended or stored on any public property, used as a right of way including streets and alleys, in the same or substantially same place within the City for a longer period than one hundred sixty-eight (168) hours. 

This section does apply to pull-type campers and boat and trailer combinations left unattended or stored on any public property used as a right of way including streets and alleys in the same or substantially the same place within the City for a longer period than one hundred sixty-eight (168) hours from April 15 until October 15 of each calendar year.

Pull-type campers and boat and trailer combinations may not be left unattended or stored on any public property used as a right of way, including streets and alleys, for any period of time from October 16th through April 14th of each calendar year.
