
ORDINANCE #565

AN ORDINANCE AMENDING ORDINANCE #430-CHAPTER 8.04-SECTION 13.83 WASTEWATER RATES FOR THE CITY OF HARTFORD, SOUTH DAKOTA.

BE IT ORDAINED BY THE CITY OF HARTFORD AS FOLLOWS:

Section 1. 13.83  User’s Wastewater Rate and Charges, is hereby amended to read as follows:

The City hereby establishes sewer rates for Residential Users as follows:

1  Residential Users shall be billed monthly based on actual usage except for as provided herein.  A summer sewer rate will be in effect for the billing periods of April, May, June, July, August, September, October, and November.  The summer sewer rate will be based on the average water usage during the months of December, January, February, and March or the actual water usage whichever is lower.  The term “residential users” shall also include Public School District, residential living facility licensed by the State of South Dakota, churches, apartments, condominiums, mobile home parks, or other places of multiple dwelling.  Meter Rates:  The following meter rates are hereby established for residential customers connected to the municipal sewer system of the City:

1. The first 1,000 gallons of metered water at the minimum base rate of $13.00.

2. For each additional 1,000 gallons, $4.00 per 1,000 gallons or  

    fraction thereof. 

3. A one (1%) percent increase of the minimum base rate and the additional charge per 1,000 gallons is effective each year on the first day of the billing cycle of the January billing period.

All mobile homes, apartment houses, and other places of multiple dwellings, the waste water rate shall be the total of the minimum charges per trailer, apartment or dwelling on a water meter, or the total volume usage charge, whichever is greater.  Any structure licensed by the South Dakota Department of Health as a nursing home, assisted living facility, or residential living facility shall be considered a single user for the purpose of this section.

    The following meter rates are hereby established for commercial sewer consumers connected with the municipal water system of the City:

1. The first 2,000 gallons at the minimum base rate of $17.00.

2. For each additional 1,000 gallons, $4.00 per 1,000 gallons or fraction thereof.

3. A one (1%) percent increase of the minimum base rate and the additional charge per 1,000 gallons is effective each year on the first day of the billing cycle of the January billing period. 

Section 2.  Conflicting Ordinance Repealed.  All ordinances and parts of ordinances in conflict with the provisions of this ordinance are hereby repealed.

Section 3.  Separability.  Should any part of this ordinance be declared unconstitutional or invalid for any reason by a court of competent jurisdiction, the remainder shall not be affected thereby.
