BE IT ORDAINED BY THE CITY OF HARTFORD, SD:

Section 1.  That Chapter 9, of the 2008 Revised Zoning Ordinance of Hartford, SD, is hereby amended to read as follows:

GB:  GENERAL BUSINESS DISTRICTtc "GB\:  GENERAL BUSINESS DISTRICT"ADVANCE \d 7
The purpose of this district is to provide a commercial area for those establishments serving the general shopping needs of the trade area, with specific attention to the carrying capacity of roads and streets, and to encourage provision of adequate off-street parking and loading space.  It is not the intent of this district to encourage the extension or enlargement of strip commercial areas.

A rear yard of 20 feet shall be required where a lot is adjacent to or abuts a residential district.

There shall be a required front yard on each street side of a double frontage lot.  There shall be a required front yard on each street side f a corner lot.

#4

A conditional use permit will be required for any structure having a maximum height exceeding 45 feet.  (See 19.01)
