New Business:

     *January Code Enforcement and Building Inspection Report: The Planning and Zoning Board reviewed the January report for code enforcement and building inspections.  

     *Review Capital Improvement Plan:  The Planning and Zoning Board was present a copy of the city’s Capital Improvement Plan.  The City Engineers, along with city staff, have been working together to identify critical project that the city will need to address in the upcoming years in order to continue orderly growth.  The plan gives an overview of these projects, including cost estimates for these projects, along with possible funding and revenue projections for the city.  This plan has been reviewed by the City Council and will be an excellent planning tool for the city.

     *Review Verbiage Corrections to Ordinance #575:  Ordinance #575 is the city’s current zoning ordinance.  The Board has reviewed and discussed three areas that may need clarification in our ordinance.  City Administrator Sidel will work with Toby Brown of SECOG to provide the Board with additional information for review at a future meeting date.  
     *City Administrator Updates:  Sidel updated the Board on upcoming building plans and developer meetings.  The County Planning Commission held a conditional use hearing for a bulk fuel storage facility in the industrial park just south of the Hartford interstate exchange.  This conditional use hearing is being deferred by the County for three months until concerns with the roads and drainage can be addressed.  Because of the proximity to Hartford, this issue will be monitored by the city
