Hartford Planning and Zoning Minutes - Regular Meeting May 27, 2014
Chairman Munce called the meeting to order at 7:00 p.m. with the following members present: Bender, Bjergaard, Cunningham and Haugen.  Wegleitner was absent without notice.   City Administrator Teresa Sidel and City Code Enforcer/Building Inspector Paul Clarke were also present.    
Approval of the Agenda:  A motion was made by Bender, second by Cunningham to approve the May 27, 2014 agenda – all voted yes, motion carried.    

Approval of the Minutes:   The minutes from the May 13, 2014 meeting were reviewed.  A motion was made by Bender, second by Bjergaard to approve the May 13, 2014 minutes – all voted yes, motion carried.  
Old Business:

     *Certificate of Appointment: Mayor Zimmer has appointed John McMahon to the Planning and Zoning Board to complete the term vacated by Bill Campbell since his election to the City Council.  McMahon’s term will run from May 2014 to January 2015.  A certificate of appointment was presented to Mr. McMahon and he was welcomed to the Board. He will begin is duties immediately.
Hearings/Petitions/Applications:
     *7:05 Rezone Hearing – Outlot 1 of Western Meadows Addition:  Costello Land Development has submitted a rezone application to the city on approximately 26.65 acres along the interstate.  Joan Franken with Costello Companies was present to brief the Board on the company’s plan for this area and address questions from the Board.  This land is being developed as a future commercial/industrial site.  With the completed construction of Diamond Trail from Western Avenue to Ruud Lane and the location of this land along the interstate, it makes this site prime for future economic development within the city.  This application would rezone the property from its current designation of residential (R) to light industrial (LI). A motion was made by Bender, second by Cunningham to recommend the approval of rezoning Outlot 1 of Western Meadows Addition to the City of Hartford, Minnehaha County, SD from residential to Light Industrial to the Hartford City Council – all voted yes, motion carried.
New Business & Updates:
     *Review New Business Site: The city staff has been approached by a company that may be interested in the purchasing of land to the east of Central States Mfg.  This company would require approximately 2 acres of land for a storage facility with minimal utility needs.  The Board discussed placement of the facility, along with zoning, access and buffer requirements.  Since this land is owned by the City, prior approval from the City Council will be needed before any plans can move forward – the City Council will discuss the possibility of this land sell at their next meeting on June 4, 2014.  
      *City Administrator Updates:  
· The City staff and engineer have been reviewing a proposed concept plans, site plan and future plat for up-coming projects.  The Board was updated on these future plans and a possible building permit for a future hotel.    
· The Hartford P&Z Board reviewed county conditional use application #14-032.  If approved, this permit would allow the transfer to two building eligibilities in Section 25 of the Hartford Township near the I-90 & SD 38 interchange.  The Hartford Planning and Zoning Board saw no issues with this CUP.  
     *Training Session for Board Members:  Toby Brown with SECOG was present to conduct a training session for the P&Z Board since there are three new members this year. He explained to the Board what their role/job is as a planning commission, the duties of the planning commission, how to conduct professional meeting, ethics, rules of conduct and various ways to build a good commission.  He also showed examples to the board regarding good planning and poor planning.
