
ORDINANCE NO. 599
AN ORDINANCE OF THE CITY OF HARTFORD, SD, AMENDING THE 2011 REVISED ZONING ORDINANCE OF THE CITY OF HARTFORD, SD, BY AMENDING CHAPTER 7, CC: COMMUNITY COMMERCIAL DISTRICT, CHAPTER 8, RC: REGIONAL COMMERCIAL DISTRICT AND CHAPTER 20, DEFINITIONS.
BE IT ORDAINED BY THE CITY OF HARTFORD, SD:
Section 1.  That the following use is added to Section 7.02, of the 2011 Revised Zoning Ordinance of Hartford, SD, to read as follows:
	Mini-warehouse 
	12.02, 12.04, 12.05, 12.06, 12.11, 19.01     
The overhead doors shall be oriented to the interior of the site or screened from street view with a six foot barrier such as a fence or hedge.  Perimeter walls shall be designed with physical breaks, facade material changes or other architectural details and features (not just paint) intended to mimic the style of a retail structure as opposed to a continuous, visually monotonous warehouse wall.  
A landscape buffer and screening strip shall be provided within each side and rear setback of the building envelope.  Said buffer and screening strip shall consist of any combination of berming, fencing and vegetation which will provide a six foot high visual buffer.  
No outdoor storage is allowed.

The maximum structural coverage is forty percent of the total lot area.          


Section 2.  That the following use is added to Section 8.02, of the 2011 Revised Zoning Ordinance of Hartford, SD, to read as follows:

The overhead doors shall be oriented to the interior of the site or screened from street view with a six foot barrier such as a fence or hedge. The maximum structural coverage is forty percent of the total lot area.          


Section 3.  That the following definition is added to Section 20.02, of the 2011 Revised Zoning Ordinance of Hartford, SD, to read as follows:
MINI-WAREHOUSE – A storage facility that is characterized by individual separate spaces which are accessible by customers for the storing and retrieval of personal effects and household goods.  In no case shall storage spaces be used for manufacturing, retail or wholesale selling, business services or human habitation.
