City Council Meeting – Regular Meeting December 7, 2010 – Hartford City Hall
Mayor Paul Zimmer called the meeting to order at 7:00 p.m. at Hartford City Hall with the following city council members present:  Mike Swier, Mark Monahan, Gail Olson-Duck, Eric Bartmann, and Leah Johnson with Bob Deelstra arriving at 7:08 p.m.   Also present were City Administrator, Teresa Sidel, Finance Officer, Deb Macdonald, Public Works Superintendent, Craig Wagner, along with Deputy Sheriff, Steve Maciejewski and City Engineer, Scott VanderMuelen.  

With no additions to the agenda, a motion was made by Johnson, second by Monahan to approve the agenda - all voted yes, motion carried.  

Old Business:

Review Backhoe Bids – Award Bid:  The backhoe bid tabulation sheet was presented to the council and Wagner noted past and future backhoe usage as well as needed repairs.  A motion was made by Swier, second by Johnson to authorize the city to accept the RDO Equipment bid in the amount of $80,990 and to advertise the old backhoe for sale – Deelstra abstained, Bartmann, Olson-Duck, and Monahan voted no with Swier and Johnson voting yes, motion failed.  A motion was made by Bartmann, second by Monahan to reject all backhoe bids as outlined on the bid tabulation sheet – Swier and Johnson voted no with all others voting yes, motion carried.
New Business:

2011 Animal Control Proposals:  Animal control proposals were submitted by the Sioux Falls Area Humane Society and Second Chance Rescue Center.  A representative from the Sioux Falls Area Humane Society was in attendance to provide information and to answer questions.  A motion was made by Monahan, second by Deelstra to accept the 2011 animal control contract proposal of the Sioux Falls Area Humane Society – all voted yes, motion carried.

Renewal of Pepsi Contract:  Currently, the city contracts with Vending Americas to allow for three pop machines in the park.  A motion was made by Monahan, second by Bartmann to approve the continued agreement between the City of Hartford and Vending Americas – all voted yes, motion carried. 
Billboard Lease Termination – Hartford RV and Boat Storage:  Matt Maras, on behalf of Hartford RV and Boat Storage, submitted a request to terminate their Billboard Lease Agreement with the city effective December 31, 2010.  After discussion, a motion was made by Swier, second by Monahan to keep the Billboard Lease Agreement of Hartford RV and Boat Storage in effect – Bartmann abstained with all others voting yes, motion carried.

Safe Routes to School – Round 1 Extension Contract:  A motion was made by Monahan, second by Olson-Duck to authorize Mayor Zimmer to sign the Safe Routes to School – Round 1 contract extension regarding crossing signals – all voted yes, motion carried.

Senior Center – Fee Waiver Request:  The Senior Center submitted a request that the city consider waiving the $50 sump pump discharge fee because the center is non-profit and operates on a limited budget.  A motion was made by Monahan, second by Deelstra to authorize the city to waive the winter discharge permit fee for the Senior Center – Swier voted no with all others voting yes, motion carried.

Approve Minutes of Previous Meetings:  A motion was made by Olson-Duck, second by Monahan to approve the November 16, 2010 regular meeting minutes – all voted yes, motion carried.  
Ordinances, Resolutions, and Hearings:  
7:15 p.m. Hearing for Liquor Licenses.  A 7:15 p.m. hearing was held to consider liquor license renewals.  A motion was made by Monahan, second by Deelstra to approve liquor license renewals for 2011 for Sunnyside Plaza, Inc., package off-sale; American Legion, package off-sale and retail on-sale with Sunday sales; Sundermann Holdings, Inc., package off-sale and retail on-sale with Sunday sales; Central Valley Golf Club, Inc., retail on-sale with Sunday sales; Ten Pin Alley, LLC, retail on-sale with Sunday sales; Hartford Steak Company, retail on-sale with Sunday sales; Knigge Companies, LLC, retail on-sale restaurant; Hartford Supermarket, Inc ., retail on-off sale wine – all voted yes, motion carried. 

2nd Reading of Ordinance #562 – Dynamic Braking Devices.  A motion was made by Monahan, second by Olson-Duck to approve and adopt second reading of Ordinance #562 – Dynamic Braking Devices - Bartmann and Swier voted no with all others voting yes – motion carried.  Wagner has been in contact with the county and state regarding dynamic braking signs.  The state will not post any signs until the ordinance is in effect and proper paperwork complete.

Reports: 

HADC Report:  Clay Wilfahrt updated the council on his efforts to recruit new businesses and reported that Body Works is under new ownership and changed its name to Hartford Family Fitness.  He welcomed B&J Photography into the former Festive Studios location.  The Marketing Committee will be updating the website and creating a separate Jamboree Day page.  In addition, commercials are currently airing with a new face expected in the future.  The Retail Committee has been focusing on the “shop local” campaign and planning to update the Hartford Bucks program.  The Housing Committee will be meeting with focus groups in March and planning to unveil a new commercial in the spring.  In November, the HADC received one new member, Living Hartford Radio.  The Membership Committee may be restructuring the HADC membership program.  

Fire Department Report:  Regarding the new fire station, TSP’s Status of Project Summary and the bank’s financing update were presented to the council.   

Sheriff’s Deputy Report:  Deputy Maciejewski reported that lost and found bicycles will be donated to the State Penitentiary for refurbishing if not claimed by December 17th.  West Central School will be contacted to determine if any bikes should be returned to area kids.  In addition, Deputy Maciejewski warned that individuals are expected to be traveling to southeast South Dakota, Minnesota, and Iowa in order to commit thefts.  If anyone sees any suspicious activity, they are encouraged to contact the Sheriff’s Department. 

Public Works Superintendent Report: 
Streets – Wagner reported that snow removal equipment is ready for winter and the bucket truck and backhoe are being repaired.  Ditch work has been completed.  In addition, all Christmas decorations have been put up and City Hall has been decorated.  

Water & Sewer – The city finished discharging for the year.  Pond #3 will be sampled this winter for possible discharging before spring.  Flow lines in three manholes are being repaired and a pressure switch has been replaced at the main lift station.  Neil Hanisch is attending class and will be taking the Class 2 Wastewater Treatment exam this week.  
 Parks & Pool – Parks have been closed and winterized for the season.  Wagner reported that the city and Sioux Valley are working on park lighting.  The city made a bonfire ring and cut wood for the City Christmas Tree Lighting.

City Engineer Report:  Regarding SRTS-Phase 2, Scott VanderMuelen reported that drafting and design work continues.  Plans are being prepared for DOT’s review and once finalized, specifications will be assembled.  Banner provided a copy of the FEMA LOMR to a developer for review.  Surveying and alignment have been completed on the Bike/Rec Trail – Phase 1 with preliminary plans to be ready for review this month.  VanderMuelen attended a Sports Committee meeting and Banner prepared the topographic survey for the sports complex land.  In addition, the fire station land is currently being surveyed.  VanderMuelen noted that a portion of Ruud Lane in Western Meadows was paved last month by Myrl and Roy’s.

Finance Officer Report:  Deb Macdonald reported that November financial reports have been completed and the Customer Deposit Account CD will mature this month.  November revenue highlights and a list of upcoming events were provided to the council.  In addition, garbage renewal applications have been mailed to Novak Sanitary Service, R&S Sanitation, and RBS Sanitation.  The council will review these applications on January 4, 2011.  Macdonald updated the council on the recently attended Election Workshop as well as the Software Unlimited end-of-the-year accounting workshop.
City Administrator Report: Sidel reported that the SRTS-Round 1 crossing signals deadline extension request has been granted and SECOG is putting together an application for Round 4 funding.  Regarding the fire station, SECOG is performing the environmental survey, Stockwell Engineers is working on the CLOMR/LOMR, and Banner is in the process of re-platting Lots 1 and 9.  Sidel was notified that building materials have been removed from Cresswood Development.  The November Code Enforcer/Building Inspector report was presented to the council.  Employee evaluations will be conducted in the next few weeks.  Sidel reported that the second lift on Milford Tammen’s property in Interstate Inns was not placed due to weather conditions.  It was the consensus of the council that if the lift is not placed by June 1, 2011, the property owner must appear before the city council.

City Council Reports:
Ward 1:  Deelstra noted that the Christmas lights look good.

Ward 2:   Monahan reported that the Bike/Rec Trail Committee will meet on December 16th at 6:30 p.m. to review Banner’s plans for Phase 1 of the trail.  A representative from SECOG will be in attendance regarding seeking possible federal funds.  Johnson gave an update on the HADC meeting and Jamboree Committee meeting that she recently attended.  In addition, she received positive feedback on the City Christmas tree lighting and also noted that the Christmas lights look good.

Ward 3:   Swier reported that the Sports Complex Committee will meet on December 8th at 7:00 p.m. with the Land Layout Sub-Committee meeting at 6:00 p.m.  The Design Committee is in the process of creating a master plan complete with costs.  Bartmann noted that building materials were removed from a property in his Ward and that paving was done on Ruud Lane.

Mayor’s Report:  Mayor Zimmer reported that approximately 70-80 people attended the City Christmas Tree Lighting on December 4th.  He extended a thank you to the following:  State “A” Champion West Central Soccer Team for assisting with the tree lighting and turkey drawing; Craig Wagner and Marti Sidel for manning the bonfire; and Rhonda Kuchta, Teresa Sidel, and Deb Macdonald for assisting with the event.  Zimmer reported that the Vision Team will meet on January 5th with quarterly meetings to be held thereafter.  He reminded everyone that the City Christmas Party will be held Friday, December 10th at Ten Pin Alley.

Executive Session:  A motion was made by Olson-Duck, second by Bartmann to enter into executive session, pursuant to SDCL 1-25-2, at 8:36 p.m. - all voted yes, motion carried.  A motion was made by Monahan, second by Johnson to exit executive session at 9:00 p.m. - all voted yes, motion carried.  A motion was made by Monahan, second by Olson-Duck to have Stockwell Engineers follow-up and file the necessary reports with the Corp of Engineers on the HADC wetland mitigation – all voted yes, motion carried.  
Adjourn:  A motion was made by Monahan, second by Johnson to adjourn at 9:01 p.m. – all voted yes, motion carried.
