City Council Meeting – Regular Meeting October 19, 2010 – Hartford City Hall
Mayor Paul Zimmer called the meeting to order at 7:00 p.m. at Hartford City Hall with the following city council members present:  Mike Swier, Mark Monahan, Gail Olson-Duck, Eric Bartmann, and Leah Johnson with Bob Deelstra arriving at 7:48 p.m.   Also present were City Administrator, Teresa Sidel, Finance Officer, Deb Macdonald, Public Works Superintendent, Craig Wagner, along with City Attorney, Larry Nelson, and City Engineer, Scott VanderMuelen.  

With no additions to the agenda, a motion was made by Bartmann, second by Monahan to approve the agenda - all voted yes, motion carried.  

Old Business:

Cresswood Developers – Final Street Lift:  Laurie Cressman and Perry Kolb of Cresswood Developers appeared before the council regarding placement of the top asphalt lift on Cresswood Development streets and possible fines for failure to meet deadlines.  A motion was made by Monahan second by Johnson that, if the top lift is not placed prior to November 15, 2010, the developers will be fined $100 per day retroactive from October 1, 2010 to November 15, 2010, at which time fines will cease for the winter months.  If the top lift is not placed prior to May 15, 2011, the developers will be fined $100 per day retroactive from April 1, 2011 to May 15, 2011.  At that time, the city intends to make arrangements for placement of the top asphalt lift and to begin the necessary paperwork for assessing costs against the developers.  Prior to the top lift being placed, Cresswood Developers will contact the city engineer to confirm that temperature conditions are suitable according to SD DOT guidelines – Bartmann, Swier, and Olson-Duck voted no, with Monahan and Johnson voting yes – motion failed for lack of voting quorum.  A motion was made by Monahan, second by Bartmann to cease discussions and to confirm that the motion made on October 5, 2010 stands – Deelstra abstained with all others voting yes, motion carried. 

Fire Station Lots:  City Attorney, Larry Nelson explained three options for the city to consider when selling lots to the fire department for the new fire station building.  A motion was made by Monahan, second by Bartmann to table discussion on selling lots to the Hartford Area Fire and Rescue, Inc. until the November 2, 2010 city council meeting to allow fire department members sufficient time to discuss this matter – Olson-Duck abstained with all others voting yes, motion carried.
Fire Department Service Agreement for 2011:  A Fire Protection Services Agreement was presented to the council for their consideration.  The council was advised that the attorney for the fire department has requested additional time to review the agreement.  A motion was made by Monahan, second by Johnson to table approving the Fire Protection Services Agreement until such time as the fire department’s attorney can review the document in more detail – Olson-Duck abstained with all others voting yes, motion carried.

New Business:

Approve Minutes of Previous Meetings:  A motion was made by Olson-Duck, second by Monahan to approve the October 5, 2010 regular meeting minutes – all voted yes, motion carried.  
Approve Bills Submitted for Payment:  A motion was made by Olson-Duck, second by Swier to approve the bills submitted for payment – Monahan abstained with all others voting yes, motion carried.    

Ordinances, Resolutions, and Hearings:  
Resolution 2010-4, Support of Hartford Area Fire and Rescue, Inc.  A motion was made by Monahan, second by Deelstra to authorize Mayor Zimmer to sign Resolution #2010-4, which supports the Hartford Area Fire and Rescue, Inc. – all voted yes, motion carried. 

Reports: 

Public Works Superintendent Report: 
Streets – The city has been working on ditches/drainage areas and Wagner will be meeting with the county regarding filling in a ditch along Western Avenue.  Wagner presented backhoe specifications to the council for their review.  A motion was made by Swier, second by Deelstra to authorize Wagner to put the backhoe specifications out for bid – Monahan voted no with all others voting yes, motion carried.  In addition, the county has started hauling in salt sand material and the city has installed crosswalk signs on Railroad Street along the Safe Routes to School sidewalks.
Water & Sewer – Wagner reported that the city has completed inspecting and flushing manholes.  During inspection, the city found that eight sewer manholes have a fair amount of leakage and need to be repaired.  Three other manholes need flow line work.  The city continues pond discharging with one more discharge scheduled in November.  A pump has been replaced at the Sagehorn lift station and the old pump is getting fixed.  There is a water line leak in the bar screen building which will be repaired before winter.

 Parks & Pool – Regarding Turtle Creek Park, Wagner reported that the silt fence has been removed and trees will be moved down to the park next week.  In addition, Wagner has been checking into prices for a backstop and walking bridge.  
Meetings – Wagner made contact with the Sioux Falls Public Works Director at the SD Municipal League Conference.  
City Engineer Report:  Scott VanderMuelen of Banner Associates reported that the contractor completed SRTS-Phase 1 punch list items.  The city engineer has restarted SRTS-Phase 2 design work.  The LOMR has been approved by FEMA and a public meeting has been scheduled for November 3rd with a FEMA representative to be present.  The LOMR will become effective on February 14, 2011 as a 90-day appeal period is necessary.  VanderMuelen performed a site review in Cresswood Addition and Interstates Inn Addition for possible asphalt paving - Wagner was thanked for his assistance.  In addition, VanderMuelen has been providing assistance to SECOG for completion of the Comprehensive Plan. 
Finance Officer Report:  Macdonald provided the council with a copy of the Bill Report, Revenue Report, and Expenditure Report as well as a summary of the September cash report and sales tax revenue.  In addition, a list of upcoming events was presented to the council and they were advised that liquor license renewal applications have been sent to businesses.

City Administrator Report: Sidel updated the council on the SRTS projects and advised she has requested an extension from the DOT for Phase 1 crossing signals.  A flood plain information meeting has been scheduled for November 3rd at City Hall.  Matt Buddie, a FEMA representative, and Kent Johnson, with Banner Associates, will attend to inform property owners of their options and to answer questions.  Sidel reported that SECOG will begin the environmental survey on the fire station property once the final site plan has been completed.  A proposal from Stockwell Engineers for completion of the CLOMR-F was presented to the council.  It was the consensus of the council that the City Administrator obtains more information regarding the proposal/process.  Since no bids were received on the 1990 Ford F250 pickup, Sidel has advertised the pickup for sale on Craig’s List.   

City Council Reports: 

Ward 1:  Deelstra reported that he visited Mrs. Bohl’s government class at West Central High School.

Ward 2:   Johnson updated the council on the new fire station building committee and reported that TSP will be present at the November 4th meeting.  Monahan reported that the SD Municipal League Annual Conference was very informative and provided information covered at the conference. 

Ward 3:   Swier reported that a Land Layout Recommendation Subcommittee has been formed to aid in the formation of the land purchased for the Sports and Rec Complex.  On October 27th, the Sports and Rec Complex Design Committee will be meeting to work on the internal design of the actual sports complex.  
Mayor’s Report:  Mayor Zimmer extended a thank you to the City Council for their efforts and attendance at the meetings this past year.  He noted that the Christmas tree lighting will be held on December 4th at 7:00 p.m. and the city Christmas party is scheduled for December 10th.  Mayor Zimmer reported that a Land Layout Recommendation Subcommittee has been formed for the purpose of laying out the land at the sports complex.  Mayor Zimmer appointed the following: on behalf of the City Council, Mike Swier and Paul Zimmer; on behalf of the Hartford Area Development Corporation, Jeremy Menning and Clay Wilfahrt; on behalf of the Planning & Zoning Board, Dean Munce and Bill Campbell; on behalf of the Sports and Rec Complex Committee, Justin Eich and Todd Price; and members at large, Dave Lorang and Craig Wagner.  This subcommittee will meet the second Wednesday of each month prior to the Sports and Rec Complex Committee Meeting.

On behalf of the entire City Council, Mayor Zimmer congratulated the West Central High School Girls Soccer Team on their state championship berth.  The Mayor would like to invite the soccer team to “light” the City Christmas Tree this year! 
Executive Session:  A motion was made by Swier, second by Monahan to enter into executive session for legal matters at 8:54 p.m. - all voted yes, motion carried.  A motion was made by Deelstra, second by Olson-Duck to exit executive session at 9:03 p.m. - all voted yes, motion carried.

Adjourn:  A motion was made by Olson-Duck, second by Deelstra to adjourn at 9:04 p.m. – all voted yes, motion carried.
