City Council Meeting – Regular Meeting February 16, 2010
Mayor Paul Zimmer called the meeting to order at 7:00 p.m. at Hartford City Hall with the following city council members present:  Mike Swier, Mark Monahan, Bob Deelstra, Gail Olson-Duck, Phil Cunningham, and Mike Kane.  Also present were City Administrator, Teresa Sidel, Finance Officer, Deb Macdonald, Public Works Superintendent, Craig Wagner, along with City Engineer, Scott VanderMeulen.  

With no additions to the agenda, a motion was made by Olson-Duck, second by Deelstra to approve the agenda - all voted yes, motion carried.  

Old Business:

LOMR Submittal:  The council, Sidel, and VanderMuelen discussed the preliminary LOMR proposal.  A motion was made by Deelstra, second by Olson-Duck to approve the preliminary LOMR as prepared by Banner Associates for submission to FEMA – all voted yes, motion carried.
New Business:

Finance Office Remodel Project:  The council reviewed and discussed proposed plans to remodel the Finance Office.  A motion was made by Monahan to table discussion of the Finance Office remodel project until the next meeting – motion failed for lack of a second.  A motion was made by Olson-Duck, second by Cunningham to approve the proposed finance office remodel project up to $25,000 and to include commercial windows – Monahan and Kane voted no with all others voting yes, motion carried.

Approve Bills Submitted for Payment:  A motion was made by Olson-Duck, second by Deelstra to approve bills submitted for payment – Monahan voted no with all others voting yes, motion carried.    

Approve Minutes of Previous Meetings:  A motion was made by Swier, second by Deelstra to approve the January 19, 2010 regular meeting minutes – Monahan and Kane abstained with all others voting yes, motion carried.  A motion was made by Monahan, second by Olson-Duck to approve the February 2, 2010 regular meeting minutes – Cunningham abstained, with all others voting yes, motion carried.

Correspondence:  The city received an open house invitation honoring Ray Schulte for 33 years of service to the Hartford Area Fire & Rescue Department.  This celebration will be held on February 20th from 6:00-8:00 p.m. at the Hartford Legion Auxiliary Hall.  It was the consensus of the council that a proclamation be prepared and presented to Schulte. 
Ordinances and Hearings:  

Second Reading of Ordinance #552 – Rezone Costello Property.  A motion was made by Olson-Duck, second by Cunningham to approve and adopt second reading of Ordinance #552 - Rezoning of Lots 20, 22, 23, 24, and 25 in Block 4 of Western Meadows Addition from R1, Single Family Residential to R3, Multi-Family Residential – all voted yes, motion carried. 

Visitors:  Marissa Moeller presented the council with her plans to hold a fundraiser in the park on July 10th for a young boy who has leukemia.  After discussion by the council, a motion was made by Olson-Duck, second by Deelstra to allow use of the city park for the family fun carnival with Marissa Moeller in charge of the fundraiser, provided the city receives proof of the liability insurance on the inflatable games – all voted yes, motion carried.

Reports: 

Public Works Superintendent Report: 
Streets – Wagner reported that the intersections are in good shape and the crew will continue hauling snow, scrapping streets, and opening up roads.  He will be attending a DOT meeting on February 24, 2010 regarding the future Highway 38 project.  Wagner presented the council with information on the past boulevard tree program and the need for two Tree Board members.  After discussion by the council, a motion was made by Swier, second by Deelstra to approve spending up to $6,000.00 for boulevard trees – all voted yes, motion carried.

 Water & Sewer – Wagner reported that the sewer ponds, lift stations, and dialers are in good condition.  
Parks & Pool – The city has received a few applications for the position of mower operator.

Public Buildings – The crew has constructed shelves in the garage area and has blown in insulation in City Hall.  Discussion was held between the council and Wagner regarding snow fences, snow removal equipment, street conditions in Ward 3, and the effects of a spring thaw.

City Engineer Report:  Scott VanderMuelen of Banner Associates reported that the SRTS-Phase 1 bid deadline is set for February 25th.   At the next meeting, the council will be informed of the project low bid with final approval to be made by the DOT.  In addition, the design process of SRTS-Phase 2 continues along with utility coordination at the bridge site.  VanderMuelen reported that the preliminary LOMR report/study will be completed and submitted to FEMA.  VanderMuelen received notice of possible drainage way changes in North Community 2nd Addition and was contacted regarding the status of the FEMA study and elevations.

Finance Officer Report:  Macdonald and Sidel will be attending an instructional meeting sponsored by the Minnehaha County Equalization Office on February 24, 2010.  The application deadline for swimming pool manager, park recreation program director, and mower operators is February 19th.  In addition, the application to submit nominating petitions is February 26th at 5:00 p.m.   
City Administrator Report: Sidel gave an update on the sewer blockage issue and the fire station grant and presented the Code Enforcer/Building Inspector Report to the council.  The bid opening for SRTS-Round 1 sidewalks will be held on February 25th and Banner Associates is currently working on the Round 2 bridge design.  Sidel informed the council that the Department of Transportation contacted her regarding Highway 38 right-of-ways.  In addition, the Board of Appeal will be holding a hearing on February 23rd to hear an appeal by owners of the Mundt Building.

City Council Reports: 

Ward 1:  Deelstra reported that he has turned in his election petition.
Ward 2:   Monahan noted that a Bike/Rec Trail Committee Meeting will be held on February 18th at 7:00 p.m. at City Hall.  Cunningham attended the School Board Meeting on February 8th.   Project plans for a new gymnasium were presented.  

Ward 3:   No report
 Mayor’s Report:  Mayor Zimmer reported that he has been approached about the City of Hartford considering Sunday liquor sales as well as possibly forming a land board.  He asked the council to consider the pros and cons of these possibilities.

Executive Session:  A motion was made by Olson-Duck, second by Kane to enter into executive session for legal and personnel matters at 8:32 p.m. - all voted yes, motion carried.  A motion was made by Deelstra, second by Cunningham to exit executive session at 8:47 p.m. - all voted yes, motion carried.

A motion was made by Olson-Duck, second by Deelstra to allow Craig Wagner to use 40 hours of his accumulated sick leave to tend to his significant other during rehabilitation services in Colorado – Monahan voted no with all others voting yes, motion carried.

Adjourn:  A motion was made by Deelstra, second by Kane to adjourn at 8:48 p.m. – all voted yes, motion carried.
