City Council Meeting – Regular Meeting November 2, 2010 – Hartford City Hall
President Mark Monahan called the meeting to order at 7:00 p.m. at Hartford City Hall with the following city council members present:  Mike Swier, Gail Olson-Duck, and Leah Johnson.  Mayor Paul Zimmer arrived at 7:10 p.m., Eric Bartmann arrived at 7:20 p.m., and Bob Deelstra was absent with notice.  Also present were City Administrator, Teresa Sidel, Finance Officer, Deb Macdonald, Public Works Superintendent, Craig Wagner, along with Deputy Sheriff, Steve Maciejewski, City Attorney, Larry Nelson, and City Engineer, Scott VanderMuelen.  

With no additions to the agenda, a motion was made by Swier, second by Johnson to approve the agenda - all voted yes, motion carried.  

Old Business:

Cresswood Developers – Update on Final Street Lift:  Gerald and Laurie Cressman of Cresswood Developers were present to notify the council that the top asphalt lift on Cresswood Development streets was completed on November 1, 2010.  
CLOMR on Fire Station Land – Proposal from Stockwell Engineers:  Sidel explained in more detail Stockwell Engineers’ proposal for completing the CLOMR-F.  Scott VanderMuelen of Banner Associates recommended that Stockwell perform these services.  A motion was made by Johnson, second by Swier to approve the proposal submitted by Stockwell Engineers for completing the CLOMR-F and LOMR-F on the fire station land – all voted yes, motion carried.

New Business:

Appointment to Planning and Zoning Board (to replace Dan Ringling):  Mayor Zimmer appointed George Ham to the Planning and Zoning Board to replace Dan Ringling who recently resigned.  A motion was made by Monahan, second by Olson-Duck to approve the appointment of George Ham to the Planning and Zoning Board – all voted yes, motion carried.  On behalf of the city, Mayor Zimmer thanked Dan Ringling for nine years of service and dedication to the City of Hartford.

Drive to Revive Downtown Committee – Incorporation Fees:  On behalf of the Drive to Revive Downtown Committee, Matt Bettcher asked the city to consider paying the committee’s incorporation fees.  Since this Committee will not receive any city funding until 2011, the city is unable to pay the expense at this time.  A motion was made by Monahan, second by Johnson to authorize reimbursing the Drive to Revive Downtown Committee in January 2011 for fees associated with obtaining the 501(3)C status and Articles of Incorporation – all voted yes, motion carried. 
Sports/Rec Committee – Land Survey and Soil Samples:  On behalf of the Sports/Rec Complex “Design” Committee, Todd Price and Dean Munce were in attendance.  The council was informed that a land survey will be necessary in order to proceed with design work and the council was asked if the city engineer would be performing this work or if the Committee should seek other engineers.  It was the consensus of the council that Banner Associates perform this survey.  In addition, Price and Munce explained the need for soil samples of the wetlands area and provided a quote from Paul Clinton of Dakota Land Surveying, who was also in attendance.  It was the consensus of the council that prior to authorizing Dakota Land Surveying to perform the soil sampling, the Design Committee get another quote and bring it to the next council meeting.  Discussion was held on getting permission to enter the land to perform the land survey and soil samples.  Mayor Zimmer asked the City Administrator to contact both the land owner and tenant regarding this issue.  A motion was made by Monahan, second by Johnson to authorize Banner Associates to begin the land survey, contingent upon both the land owner’s and tenant’s agreement to enter upon the property – all voted yes, motion carried. 
Bike/Rec Committee – Discuss Future Projects:  On behalf of the Bike/Rec Trail Committee, Liaison and Councilperson Mark Monahan reported that the committee will be working with SECOG to pursue federal funding for a trail from Hartford Heights to the city limits; however, a resolution of support from the city will be necessary.  In addition, Monahan noted that during the winter/spring, the committee will be gathering estimates to construct a bike/rec trail from Turtle Creek Park moving east.  The city council supports the efforts of the Bike/Rec Trail Committee.  Monahan asked the council for use of the city engineer to assist with phase 1 of the bike/rec trail project.  A motion was made by Swier, second by Bartmann to authorize the Bike/Rec Trail Committee to utilize the services of the city engineer for assisting with plans for phase 1 of  the bike/rec trail – Monahan abstained with all others voting yes, motion carried.

Dynamic Engine Braking Discussion:  Discussion was held on dynamic braking restrictions and sample ordinances were reviewed.  A motion was made by Monahan, second by Olson-Duck to authorize the city to follow Groton’s ordinance with the exception of striking the last sentence – Swier voted no with all others voting yes, motion carried.

Approve Minutes of Previous Meetings:  A motion was made by Johnson, second by Olson-Duck to approve the October 19, 2010 regular meeting minutes – all voted yes, motion carried.  
Ordinances, Resolutions, and Hearings:  
Resolution 2010-5, Safe Routes to School Round 1 Agreement Amendment.  A motion was made by Monahan, second by Olson-Duck to authorize Mayor Zimmer to sign Resolution #2010-5, which supports extending the SRTS Round 1 Agreement - all voted yes, motion carried. 

Visitors:  
Dave Obenauer – Mundt Building Update.  Dave Obenauer gave an update on the Mundt Building renovations and reported that the project will meet the time lines previously set.  In addition, Obenauer commended the city on the Community Information Night and the future “visions” and noted that he is glad to be involved.  Monahan thanked Obenauer and his crew for their dedication and time in working on the Mundt Building.  

Reports: 

HADC Report:  Clay Wilfahrt reported that the HADC received one new member in October, bringing the total membership to 75.  He also updated the council on his efforts to recruit new businesses and reported that Kinsley Funeral Home will be opening a chapel in the former St. George Church.  He welcomed the new Napa business which recently moved into the former Digital Den building.  The Marketing Committee will be preparing and mailing a newsletter in February 2011.  Several commercials are currently airing with some new faces expected in the future.  The Retail Committee held their first meeting on October 18th and committee goals were shared.  Two ribbon cuttings were held in October – one at Ideal Weigh and the other at Salon Capella celebrating their 3rd anniversary.  The Housing Committee is planning to have a booth at the Sioux Falls Housing Convention. 
Fire Department Report:  Fire Chief Kelly Boysen was unable to attend; however, Mayor Zimmer reported that discussion of the Fire Department Contract Agreement and sale of lots will be held at the November 16th meeting.

Sheriff’s Deputy Report:  Deputy Maciejewski reported that the city has seven bicycles/scooters in its lost and found.  He recommended these items be published and, if the property is not claimed after 30 days, it be donated to an appropriate charity, such as the State Penitentiary who refurbishes and donates these items to deserving children. 
Public Works Superintendent Report: 

Streets – The city is preparing equipment for winter and roads will be bladed again before the wing is put on the road grader.  Wagner reported that he has been working with contractors for Cresswood Developers and Justice Fire and Safety inspected fire extinguishers.  

A hiring recommendation was presented to the council for the positions of temporary part-time snow removal.  A motion was made by Swier, second by Bartmann to approve the recommendation to hire Andrew Eggebraaten, Terry Hagen, Tim Groenewold, and Paul Jorgensen as temporary part-time snow removal help at the rate of $12 per hour - all voted yes, motion carried.

Water & Sewer – Wagner reported that the line at the lift station has been repaired.  In addition, the city has been adjusting curb stops.  Discharging at the lagoons is complete and if samples are satisfactory, discharging will take place again next week.

Parks & Pool – The old bathroom has been closed and winterized.  Water lines for the gardens have also been winterized.  Wagner reported that the parks have been sprayed and the skateboard park will close as the weather turns.
City Engineer Report:  Scott VanderMuelen of Banner Associates reported that the Final Pay Request No. 2 and the Final Change Order have been processed and submitted to the city.  Design work continues on SRTS-Phase 2.  The LOMR has been approved and a public meeting has been scheduled for November 3rd with a FEMA representative to be present.  VanderMuelen was contacted regarding paving in the Cresswood Development.  In addition, VanderMuelen has been assisting SECOG in completing the Comprehensive Plan, including revising the land use map and providing a utility review. 
Finance Officer Report:  Macdonald reported that the Tree City USA Application has been submitted to the State Forestry Office.  In addition, a Jamboree Days Committee update was given to the council as well as October revenue highlights.  Macdonald requested that $47,732.10 be transferred from the contingency fund account to general fund accounts.  This will secure enough funds until the end of the 2010 budget year, leaving a balance of $22,267.90 in the contingency account.  A motion was made by Monahan, second by Olson-Duck to approve the following transfers from the contingency account - $532.03 to the mayor account; $34,941.44 to the general government buildings account; $5,109.81 to the police administration account; $248.82 to the recreation programs account; $6,000 to the planning and zoning account; and $900 to the customer water deposits account - all voted yes, motion carried.  Macdonald reported that a supplemental appropriation will not be necessary as the budget is at 62.63% expended to date, with only two months remaining. 

City Administrator Report: Sidel presented Change Order No. 2 from R&R Concrete for final adjustments to quantities actually used, which reflected a $585.30 decrease.  A motion was made by Monahan, second by Johnson to approve Change Order No. 2 from R&R Concrete – all voted yes, motion carried.  In addition, the Final Pay Request from R&R Concrete was presented for the SRTS Phase 1 sidewalk project.  A motion was made by Monahan, second by Bartmann to approve the Final Pay Request and to authorize the city to submit payment in the amount of $10,252.85 to R&R Concrete – all voted yes, motion carried.  Sidel noted that the flood plain information meeting will be held November 3rd at City Hall.  Matt Buddie, a FEMA representative, and Kent Johnson, with Banner Associates, will be available to inform property owners of their options and to answer any questions.  Sidel reported that SECOG will begin the environmental survey on the fire station property once the final site plan has been completed.  In addition, the 1990 Ford F250 pickup has been sold for $1,000.

City Council Reports: 

Ward 1:  Olson-Duck reported that the pre-HADC meeting with Clay Wilfahrt was very informative.  She also noted that activity in the park has decreased.
Ward 2:   Johnson reported that the new fire station building committee will meet on November 4th and the next Jamboree Committee meeting is scheduled for December 6th.  She noted that the weather was great for Halloween and her neighborhood was busy.  Monahan reported that the Bike/Rec Trail Committee plans to meet with the city engineer in November.  He congratulated the West Central football team on their victory over St. Thomas More and wished them good luck as they face Dell Rapids on November 6th.
 
Ward 3:   Bartmann noted that a new fire station building committee meeting was held on October 12th with another scheduled for November 4th.  In addition, he has been in contact with a property owner who received notification to remove building materials from his property.     
Mayor’s Report:  Mayor Zimmer extended a thank you to Cresswood Developers for completing street paving prior to the deadline.  Mayor Zimmer also noted that the Christmas tree lighting will be held on December 4th at 6:30 p.m.  On the same evening, the Legion will be having a soup/pie supper, Santa will be present, and a bon fire will be held on Main Street.  Mayor Zimmer asked the council members to attend the City Christmas party scheduled for December 10th.

Executive Session:  A motion was made by Bartmann, second by Monahan to enter into executive session, pursuant to SDCL 1-25-1 at 8:45 p.m. - all voted yes, motion carried.  A motion was made by Olson-Duck, second by Monahan to exit executive session at 9:01 p.m. - all voted yes, motion carried.

Adjourn:  A motion was made by Monahan, second by Bartmann to adjourn at 9:02 p.m. – all voted yes, motion carried.
