City Council Meeting – Regular Meeting May 18, 2010 – Hartford City Hall
Mayor Paul Zimmer called the meeting to order at 7:00 p.m. at Hartford City Hall with the following city council members present:  Bob Deelstra, Mike Swier, Mark Monahan, Gail Olson-Duck, Leah Johnson, and Eric Bartmann.   Also present were City Administrator, Teresa Sidel, Finance Officer, Deb Macdonald, Public Works Superintendent, Craig Wagner, along with City Attorney, Larry Nelson, and City Engineers, Scott VanderMeulen and Carrie Buthie.  

With no additions to the agenda, a motion was made by Olson-Duck, second by Bartmann to approve the agenda - all voted yes, motion carried.  

New Business:

Review Draft Ordinance #554 – Amend Subdivision Regulations:  The Planning & Zoning Board presented a draft of Ordinance #554 with recommended amendments to the City’s Subdivision Regulations.  A motion was made by Monahan, second by Deelstra to approve modifying Ordinance #554 – Amend Subdivision Regulations per recommendations made by the council and city attorney - all voted yes, motion carried.

Approve Bills Submitted for Payment:  A motion was made by Monahan, second by Olson-Duck to approve bills submitted for payment – all voted yes, motion carried.    

Approve Minutes of Previous Meetings:  A motion was made by Deelstra, second by Olson-Duck to approve the May 4, 2010 regular meeting minutes with the recommended addition – all voted yes, motion carried.

Correspondence:  A poll was conducted by Mason-Dixon researching the performance of city mayors and city councils.  The poll was conducted of five South Dakota communities with 50 registered voters being surveyed.  Congratulations were extended to the City of Hartford for receiving the highest overall approval ratings.  The City received an 84% approval rating on the direction the City is going.  In addition, the City Council received a 68% approval rating of their job performance.

Ordinances and Hearings:  

American Legion Use of Alcohol Beverages in Public Areas and Special Events Permit.  The American Legion submitted an application to request a special malt beverage license for June 19-20, 2010.  This license would allow the sale of malt beverages in the city park and on the sidewalk in front of the Legion on Main Avenue in conjunction with Jamboree Days.  A motion was made by Monahan, second by Johnson to approve the application for a special malt beverage license for the sale of malt beverages by the American Legion in the City Park and on the sidewalk in front of the Legion on June 19-20, 2010 from 11:00 am–1:00 am - all voted yes, motion carried. 

Bosco’s Special Events Permit.  Bosco’s submitted an application to request a special events permit.  This permit would allow Bosco’s to hold a street dance in their parking lot on July 30-31, 2010.  A motion was made by Johnson, second by Deelstra to approve the application for a special events permit for a street dance in Bosco’s parking lot on July 30-31, 2010 from 9:00 pm to 2:00 am, provided the area is fenced off - all voted yes, motion carried.

Reports: 

Public Works Superintendent Report: 
Streets – Wagner reported that an abandon culvert at 9th Street has been removed and a culvert located by the main lift station has been moved due to the SRTS project.  The city is in the process of demonstrating backhoes.  Wagner researched a new mag water product, Dura Blend.  For this year, he has decided to stay with the same product used in the past.  

Parks & Pool – The swimming pool is in good condition and ready to open.  Infratech regrouted the pool cistern and a gate will be installed between the big pool and baby pool.  Sioux Valley will be repairing the switch on the ball diamond lights and East River will be changing light bulbs.  An NTI permit has been issued for the Turtle Creek Park ball diamond and the crew has installed silt fence and will begin grading work.  
 Water & Sewer – Wagner reported that Infratech has resealed manholes.  Wagner and Sidel attended a regional sewer system meeting last week.  If samples come back satisfactory, the city will be discharging ponds.  
Discussion was held between the council and Wagner regarding sidewalks on Mickelson Road and the possibility of mag watering the city park’s parking lot.
City Engineer Report:  Carrie Buthie and Scott VanderMuelen of Banner Associates reported that the contractor has started the sidewalk project.  In addition, drafting and design work continues on the signals.  The DOT has submitted information and it is intended this matter will be added to Phase 2 plans.  Minor changes are being made to the SRTS-Phase 2 bridge plans.  The city engineer and FEMA maintain contact regarding the LOMR submittal. 
Finance Officer Report:  Macdonald will be attending the SEAFOG meeting in Sioux Falls on May 19th.  The Bill Report, Revenue Report, and Expenditure Report were presented to the council.  The swimming pool is scheduled to open on May 21st at 2:00 pm.  
City Administrator Report: Regarding SRTS-Phase 1, Sidel reported that construction has begun on the sidewalks, two crossing signals have been approved, and a survey is being conducted on another possible signal location.  The city engineer continues work on SRTS-Phase 2.  Sidel gave an update on the Mundt Building timeline and provided a surplus list to the council.  After discussion by the council, a motion was made by Monahan, second by Swier to approve surplus items including a council table, two work stations, and an AT&T phone system with all items to be offered first to other municipalities before opening up to the highest bid - all voted yes, motion carried. 

City Council Reports: 

Ward 1:  Olson-Duck reported that activity at the skateboard ramp and in the park has increased.  Deelstra noted the improvement to the road at Highway 38 and the Colton Road and thanked Wagner for contacting the appropriate agencies.  In addition, Deelstra is pleased with the housing construction taking place in the Central Valley Development.  
Ward 2:   Monahan expressed concern about the increased number of speeding vehicles in his area.  In addition, the Bike/Rec Trail will be meeting on June 14th at 7:00 pm at City Hall.  Monahan commended Scheels on their generosity of donating two bicycles to the Committee which will be raffled off and drawn for during Jamboree Days.  Johnson reported that the Vision Team will be meeting on June 2nd to plan a community event.  In addition, the Fire Department will be holding a fire station building committee meeting in early June.  

Ward 3:   Swier reported that a Sports and Rec Complex Committee Meeting will be held on June 9th at 7:00 pm at City Hall.  Bartmann commented on the progress of the SRTS sidewalk project.
 Mayor’s Report:  Mayor Zimmer reported that all of the Minnehaha County Mayors will be meeting on June 24th with the meeting being hosted by the City of Hartford at City Hall.  The purpose of the meeting is to share ideas and to learn how other cities handle various matters and seek funding for projects.
Mayoral Appointments:  Mayor Zimmer appointed Teresa Sidel as City Administrator.  A motion was made by Monahan, second by Deelstra to approve the Mayor’s appointment for City Administrator – all voted yes, motion carried.  Mayor Zimmer appointed Debra Macdonald as Finance Officer.  A motion was made by Monahan, second by Olson-Duck to approve the Mayor’s appointment for Finance Officer – all voted yes, motion carried.  Mayor Zimmer appointed Craig Wagner as Public Works Superintendent.  A motion was made by Johnson, second by Olson-Duck to approve the Mayor’s appointment for Public Works Superintendent – all voted yes, motion carried.  Mayor Zimmer appointed Banner Associates, Inc. as the City Engineer.  A motion was made by Deelstra, second by Olson-Duck to approve the Mayor’s appointment for City Engineer – all voted yes, motion carried.  Mayor Zimmer appointed the law firm of Frieberg, Nelson, and Ask as the City Attorney.  A motion was made by Olson-Duck, second by Deelstra to approve the Mayor’s appointment for City Attorney – all voted yes, motion carried.  Mayor Zimmer appointed Hartford Area News as the City’s Official Newspaper.  A motion was made by Johnson, second by Olson-Duck to approve the Mayor’s appointment of the City’s Official Newspaper – all voted yes, motion carried.  Mayor Zimmer appointed the Hartford Sanford Clinic as the City’s Health Care Facility.  A motion was made by Deelstra, second by Olson-Duck to approve the Mayor’s appointment of the City’s Health Care Facility - all voted yes, motion carried.  Mayor Zimmer appointed Home Federal Bank, First National Bank, FIT, Reliabank, and US Bank as Official Depositories for the City of Hartford.  A motion was made by Monahan, second by Olson-Duck to approve the Mayor’s appointment for the Official City Depositories - all voted yes, motion carried.  

Executive Session:  A motion was made by Swier, second by Olson-Duck to enter into executive session for legal and personnel matters at 8:26 p.m. - all voted yes, motion carried.  A motion was made by Deelstra, second by Bartmann to exit executive session at 10:31 p.m. - all voted yes, motion carried.
Adjourn:  A motion was made by Olson-Duck, second by Deelstra to adjourn at 10:38 p.m. – all voted yes, motion carried.
