City Council Meeting – Regular Meeting August 3, 2010 – Hartford City Hall
Mayor Paul Zimmer called the meeting to order at 7:00 p.m. at Hartford City Hall with the following city council members present:  Bob Deelstra, Mike Swier, Mark Monahan, Gail Olson-Duck, Leah Johnson, and Eric Bartmann.   Also present were City Administrator, Teresa Sidel, Finance Officer, Deb Macdonald, Public Works Superintendent, Craig Wagner, along with Deputy Sheriff, Steve Maciejewski, City Attorney, Larry Nelson, and City Engineer, Scott VanderMuelen.  

Additions to the Agenda:  A motion was made by Monahan, second by Johnson to add ”Utility Vehicles” to the agenda - all voted yes, motion carried.  With no further additions, a motion was made by Olson-Duck, second by Deelstra to approve the agenda including the addition of Utility Vehicles - all voted yes, motion carried.  

New Business:

Approve Minutes of Previous Meeting:  A motion was made by Monahan, second by Deelstra to approve the July 20, 2010 regular meeting minutes – all voted yes, motion carried.

Ordinances and Hearings:  

Second Reading of Ordinance #557 - Nuisances.  A motion was made by Monahan, second by Deelstra to approve and adopt second reading of Ordinance #557 – all voted yes, motion carried.

Second Reading of Ordinance #558 – Fireplaces/Fire Pits.  A motion was made by Monahan, second by Bartmann to approve and adopt second reading of Ordinance #558 – all voted yes, motion carried.

Second Reading of Ordinance #559 – Amend Zoning Regulations (Building Heights).  A motion was made by Deelstra, second by Monahan to approve and adopt second reading of Ordinance #559 – all voted yes, motion carried. 

First Reading of Ordinance #560 – Golf Carts.  A motion was made by Deelstra, second by Swier to approve first reading of Ordinance #560 to include the following changes as recommended by City Attorney Larry Nelson:  1) Section 7.0902 Insurance – delete the amount of coverage limits in the liability insurance portion; 2)  Section 7.0904 Equipment - allow golf carts to operate on municipal streets from dawn to dusk and if operating after dusk, the golf cart must be equipped with head lights, tail lights, and either brake lights or a slow moving vehicle sign; and Section 7.0906 Fee - require a $5 annual permit be obtained – Bartmann, Olson-Duck, and Monahan voted no with Johnson, Deelstra, and Swier voting yes – Mayor Zimmer cast a tie-breaking vote of yes, motion passed.

Reports: 

HADC Report:  Clay Wilfahrt gave an update on the Marketing Committee’s ideas for the upcoming year, on several business leads/contacts, and on plans to form both a Retail Committee and an Ambassador Committee.  The Hartford area telephone book will be distributed this month.  In addition, there are 73 current HADC members.

Fire Department Report:  Fire Chief, Kelly Boysen reported that a lawn mower poker run was held in July.  This fundraiser was sponsored by Bosco’s.  The Fire Department conducted a water rescue training at the swimming pool.  A USDA Pre-Application has been submitted to obtain possible funding for a new fire station. 

Sheriff’s Deputy Report:  Deputy Maciejewski reported that a Neighborhood Watch Meeting will be held August 5th at 6:00 p.m. at City Hall.  The West Central Bicycle Rodeo is scheduled for August 21st at the Hartford Elementary School with two sessions available at 8:30 a.m. or 12:30 p.m.

Public Works Superintendent Report: 
Streets – Wagner reported that chip sealed streets have been swept, ditches have been mowed, and the Sixth Street drainage problem has been corrected.  The City will be grading roads, maintaining ditches, and painting hydrants and corners in the near future. 

Water & Sewer – Wagner reported that Pond A is currently being pumped down and sewer manholes are being inspected.  The sewer plant has been painted, fire hydrants have been inspected, and various tests and reports have been completed.  In addition, inspection of the wastewater facility will be performed next week. 

Public Buildings – Wagner noted that a new stand has been built for the City Hall air conditioning unit.

 Discussion was held between the council and Wagner regarding inspection of sewer manholes, the Sagehorn Drive drainage issue, and road conditions at Second Street and Highway 38.

City Engineer Report:  Regarding SRTS-Phase 1, Scott VanderMuelen of Banner Associates reported that Pay Request No. 1 has been processed and the DOT has returned the Phase 1 Contract for review and execution.  As soon as the weather cooperates, sidewalk dirt work will begin.  The DOT has requested additional information on the SRTS-Phase 2 bridge project.  FEMA was provided a list of property owners who received the base flood elevation notification letter.  VanderMuelen reviewed possible pedestrian grating to correct the South Main drainage issue.  In addition, a topographic survey of the drainage issue on Sagehorn Drive has been completed with plan preparations underway.   
Finance Officer Report:  Macdonald reported that July financial reports are complete and provided July revenue highlights.  The Finance Office will be working on the 2011 budget prior to the August 24th budget meeting.  Macdonald noted that city staff will be present at the Women of Today Pet Clinic on August 7th to issue city pet licenses.  The SDML Annual Conference is scheduled for October 5th-8th in Rapid City.  
City Administrator Report: Sidel updated the council on SRTS-Phases 1 and 2, the Long Range Transportation Plan, and the FEMA LOMR.  The City received a tree grant from Modern Woodmen for Turtle Creek Park.  The revised SRTS-DOT/Banner Contract was presented for the Phase 1 project.  A motion was made by Monahan, second by Olson-Duck to approve the revised SRTS-DOT/Banner Contract – Deelstra voted no with all others voting yes, motion carried.  

City Council Reports: 

Ward 1:  Deelstra thanked Deputy Maciejewski for contacting the appropriate agency to repair the road at Second Street and Highway 38.  
Ward 2:   Monahan reported that the Bike/Rec Trail Committee is scheduled to meet on August 24th; however, this meeting will need to be rescheduled.  The DOT will be contacted regarding grading work in connection with the bike/rec trail.  Johnson attended the recently held Fire Station finance sub-committee meeting.  The next meeting will be August 10th at 6:00 p.m. with the Building Committee to meet afterward.  Johnson extended a thank you to Deputy Maciejewski regarding road repairs.

Ward 3:   Swier reported that a Sports and Rec Complex Committee Meeting will be held on August 11th.  Bartmann updated the council on the progress of both the Fire Department finance sub-committee and Fire Station Building Committee in attempting to secure financing and to finalize design plans.
Mayor’s Report:  Mayor Zimmer reported that the Vision Team will be meeting on August 4th to plan for the upcoming Community Information Night.  Mayor Zimmer requested everyone’s attendance at this event to be held on September 20th.  In addition, Mayor Zimmer asked council members to work with their respective committees on the 2011 budget.

Utility Vehicles:  Monahan has been contacted regarding how the proposed Golf Cart Ordinance may affect utility vehicles (UTV).  It was requested that this matter be placed on the August 17th meeting agenda.
Adjourn:  A motion was made by Deelstra, second by Monahan to adjourn at 8:22 p.m. – all voted yes, motion carried.
