City Council Meeting – Regular Meeting September 21, 2010 – Hartford City Hall
Mayor Paul Zimmer called the meeting to order at 7:00 p.m. at Hartford City Hall with the following city council members present:  Bob Deelstra, Mike Swier, Mark Monahan, Gail Olson-Duck, and Eric Bartmann with Leah Johnson arriving at 7:04 p.m.   Also present were City Administrator, Teresa Sidel, Finance Officer, Deb Macdonald, Public Works Superintendent, Craig Wagner, along with City Attorney, Larry Nelson, and City Engineer, Carrie Buthe.  


New Business:

Approve Bills Submitted for Payment:  A motion was made by Deelstra, second by Bartmann to approve the bills submitted for payment – Swier voted no with all others voting yes, motion carried.    

Approve Minutes of Previous Meetings:  A motion was made by Olson-Duck, second by Deelstra to approve the September 7, 2010 regular meeting minutes – all voted yes, motion carried.  A motion was made by Monahan, second by Swier to approve the September 14, 2010 regular meeting minutes – all voted yes, motion carried.
Ordinances and Hearings:  
Second Reading of Ordinance #561 – 2011 Appropriations.  A motion was made by Swier, second by Deelstra to approve and adopt second reading of Ordinance #561 – all voted yes, motion carried.

Reports: 

Public Works Superintendent Report: 
Streets – Wagner has been working on pricing backhoes and the crew has been maintaining gravel roads and alleys.  Parts to repair the skid steer should be in this week.  Wagner requested approval to surplus the 1990 Ford F250 pickup.  A motion was made by Johnson, second by Olson-Duck to authorize the city to surplus the 1990 Ford F250 pickup – all voted yes, motion carried.  A motion was made by Monahan, second by Bartmann to accept sealed bids over $1,000 for the 1990 Ford F250 pickup and, if acceptable bids are not received, offer the pickup for sale on Craig’s List – all voted yes, motion carried.
Water & Sewer – Wagner reported that the city has been working with contractors on the new water and sewer lines for the construction project near the golf course.  In addition, the crew continues to inspect manholes and Pond #3 is being discharged.

Parks & Pool – Wagner reported that trees will be moved to Turtle Creek Park this fall.  In addition, the crew has been weeding the flower beds and mowing the parks. 

Public Buildings – Wagner noted that the fire station doors have been repaired and parts are on order to fix the flashing school lights.
Discussion was held between the council and Wagner regarding delivery of parts, the backhoe bidding process, and a truck bed liner.  A motion was made by Monahan, second by Olson-Duck to authorize installation of a bed liner in the 2011 Ford pickup – Deelstra voted no with all others voting yes, motion carried.
City Engineer Report:  Carrie Buthe of Banner Associates reported that a walk-through of the SRTS-Phase 1 sidewalk project has been completed and the DOT authorized proceeding with design work for the Phase 2 bridge project.  FEMA will be contacted regarding the LOMR status.  Buthe noted that bid opening for the Sagehorn drainage project is expected to occur in the spring. 

Finance Officer Report:  Macdonald provided the council with a copy of the Bill Report, Revenue Report, and Expenditure Report as well as a summary of the August cash report and sales tax revenue.  

City Administrator Report: Sidel updated the council on the SRTS projects, the FEMA LOMR matter, and presented a billboard lease for review.  A motion was made by Olson-Duck, second by Johnson to approve the Billboard Lease Agreement between the City and I90 Speedway for an additional three year period - all voted yes, motion carried.  Quotes for the Fire Department Phase 1 Environmental Survey were presented to the council.  A motion was made by Johnson, second by Deelstra to authorize SECOG to conduct an environmental survey of the fire department property – all voted yes, motion carried.  Sidel explained three options for removing the fire station property from the flood plain.  A motion was made by Monahan, second by Johnson that, in the event the Fire Department signs the TSP contract and the building project moves forward, a Conditional Letter of Map Revision based on Fill (CLOMR-F) and a LOMA-F be filed with FEMA - Olson-Duck abstained with all others voting yes, motion carried.

City Council Reports: 

Ward 1:  Deelstra reported that the Community Information Night went very well.  
Ward 2:   Johnson has received positive feedback regarding the Community Information Night.

Ward 3:   Swier reported that a Sports and Rec Complex Committee Meeting will be held on October 13th.  Bartmann reported that he was approached by a property owner who received notification to remove building materials from his property.   
Mayor’s Report:  Mayor Zimmer extended a thank you to everyone who helped with the Community Information Night.  He reported that the Vision Team will be meeting on a quarterly basis with the next meeting to be held in January.  Mayor Zimmer appointed Johnson and Swier to serve on the Jamboree Committee with Monahan to serve as an alternate.
Adjourn:  A motion was made by Bartmann, second by Johnson to adjourn at 8:12 p.m. – all voted yes, motion carried.
