City Council Meeting – Regular Meeting July 20, 2010 – Hartford City Hall
Mayor Paul Zimmer called the meeting to order at 7:00 p.m. at Hartford City Hall with the following city council members present:  Bob Deelstra, Mike Swier, Mark Monahan, Gail Olson-Duck, Leah Johnson, and Eric Bartmann.   Also present were City Administrator, Teresa Sidel, Finance Officer, Deb Macdonald, Public Works Superintendent, Craig Wagner, along with City Attorney, Larry Nelson, and City Engineer, Carrie Buthie.  

With no additions to the agenda, a motion was made by Olson-Duck, second by Deelstra to approve the agenda - all voted yes, motion carried.  

Old Business:

New Ball Field Name:  A motion was made by Monahan, second by Bartmann to name the new ball diamond being constructed at Turtle Creek Park “Turtle Creek Field” as recommended by the West Central KARE Program – all voted yes, motion carried. 
New Business:

Drainage Issue on East 6th Street:  Discussion was held between the council and Wagner on ways to improve the drainage problem on East 6th Street between Mundt and Eastern.  A motion was made by Monahan, second by Olson-Duck to authorize the City to perform the necessary maintenance procedures as recommended by Wagner in order to improve the drainage problem on East 6th Street – all voted yes, motion carried. 
Approve Bills Submitted for Payment:  A motion was made by Olson-Duck, second by Deelstra to approve the bills submitted for payment – all voted yes, motion carried.    

Approve Minutes of Previous Meetings:  A motion was made by Deelstra, second by Johnson to approve the July 6, 2010 regular meeting minutes – all voted yes, motion carried.

Correspondence:  Mayor Zimmer read a letter and email he received from U.S. Representative, Stephanie Herseth-Sandlin.

Ordinances and Hearings:  

Second Reading of Ordinance #556 – Sunday Off-Sale License.  A motion was made by Deelstra, second by Johnson to approve and adopt second reading of Ordinance #556 – Monahan voted no with all others voting yes, motion carried.

First Reading of Ordinance #557 - Nuisances.  A motion was made by Monahan, second by Johnson to approve first reading of Ordinance #557 as recommended by the Planning & Zoning Board to include additional wording as suggested by Attorney Larry Nelson – all voted yes, motion carried.

First Reading of Ordinance #558 – Fireplaces/Fire Pits.  A motion was made by Monahan, second by Deelstra to approve first reading of Ordinance #558 as recommended by the Planning & Zoning Board – Swier voted no with all others voting yes, motion carried.

First Reading of Ordinance #559 – Amend Zoning Regulations (Building Heights).  A motion was made by Monahan, second by Bartmann to approve first reading of Ordinance #559 as recommended by the Planning & Zoning Board – all voted yes, motion carried. 

Visitors:  

Orlin Punt – New Code Official/Building Inspector.  Orlin Punt, who began his duties as Code Official/Building Inspector on July 13th, introduced himself to the council and reported the job is going well and residents have been cooperative.  

Merlyn Graves – 105 N. Main Avenue.  Merlyn Graves updated the council on the clean-up progress of the demolished building located at 105 N. Main Avenue.

Reports: 

Public Works Superintendent Report: 
Streets – Wagner reported that chip sealing and striping of roads have been completed.  The city will be sweeping chips and painting hydrants and corners in the near future.    

Water & Sewer – Wagner reported that the water inspection report has been received and diffusers in Pond B have been repaired.  Pond A is currently being pumped down and the sewer plant is being painted.  The city will finish checking fire hydrants this week and inspection of sewer manholes will take place next week. 

Parks & Pool – The crew has hauled more dirt into the new ball diamond at Turtle Creek Park.  A controller was replaced at the swimming pool. 

Public Buildings – Wagner noted that light bulbs have been replaced in all “Welcome to Hartford” signs.  

Discussion was held between Monahan and Wagner regarding inspection of sewer manholes and repair of the City Hall air conditioning unit stand.
City Engineer Report:  Regarding SRTS-Phase 1, Carrie Buthie of Banner Associates reported that Pay Request No. 1 has been processed and submitted to the City.  Banner has been notified by FEMA that the City should send notification letters to the property owners.  Once this letter is provided to FEMA, the LOMR can be finalized.  Scott VanderMuelen continues to work with the City and SECOG on the Long Range Transportation Plan for the Metropolitan Planning Organization.  In addition, a topographic survey of the drainage issue on Sagehorn Drive has been completed. 
Finance Officer Report:  Macdonald provided the council with a copy of the Bill Report, Revenue Report, and Expenditure Report as well as a summary of the June cash report and sales tax revenue.  The second session of swimming lessons will begin July 19th with the pool scheduled to close for the season on August 22nd at 5:00 p.m.    
City Administrator Report: Sidel updated the council on SRTS-Phases 1 and 2, the Long Range Transportation Plan, the LWCF Grant for Turtle Creek Park, and advised that the new computer server has been installed.  Pay Request No. 1 from R&R Concrete was presented for the SRTS Phase 1 sidewalk project.  A motion was made by Monahan, second by Bartmann to approve Pay Request No. 1 and authorize the City to submit payment to R&R Concrete in the amount of $68,022.91 – Deelstra voted no with all others voting yes, motion carried.  The council set the 2011 budget meetings for August 24th and 25th at 6:30 p.m.  Sidel reported that FEMA has approved base flood elevations and the city will be notifying homeowners.  

Proposed Golf Cart Ordinance.  On July 1, 2010, the State of South Dakota enacted a new law which allows for the operation of golf carts on city streets.  This law allows cities to pass an ordinance regulating the use of golf carts upon city streets.  After discussion and comments from residents in attendance, a motion was made by Monahan, second by Deelstra to authorize the City to draft an ordinance permitting the use of golf carts on city streets upon the following conditions:  1) the golf cart must be insured; 2) the driver must have a valid driver’s license according to state statute; 3) a $10 annual permit must be obtained from the City with the exception of those golf carts only crossing 9th Street and Par Tee Drive as part of the golf course route; and 4) golf carts must be equipped with headlights, taillights, and either brake lights or a slow moving vehicle sign – Olson-Duck and Swier voted no with all others voting yes, motion carried.

City Council Reports: 

Ward 1:  Olson-Duck and Deelstra reported that everything is quiet in their neighborhoods.

 Ward 2:   Monahan reported that the Bike/Rec Trail Committee will be meeting on July 27th at 6:00 p.m.  Johnson reported that she attended the recently held Fire Station building committee meeting and finance sub-committee meeting.  The finance sub-committee will be meeting on the first and third Tuesdays of each month.

Ward 3:   Swier reported that a Sports and Rec Complex Committee Meeting will be held on August 11th.  Bartmann expressed concern regarding architectural services performed on the previous Fire Station building design.
Adjourn:  A motion was made by Olson-Duck, second by Deelstra to adjourn at 8:44 p.m. – all voted yes, motion carried.
