City Council Meeting – Regular Meeting November 16, 2010 – Hartford City Hall
Mayor Paul Zimmer called the meeting to order at 7:00 p.m. at Hartford City Hall with the following city council members present:  Mike Swier, Mark Monahan, Gail Olson-Duck, Eric Bartmann, Leah Johnson, and Bob Deelstra.   Also present were City Administrator, Teresa Sidel, Finance Officer, Deb Macdonald, Public Works Superintendent, Craig Wagner, along with City Attorney, Larry Nelson, and City Engineer, Erin Steever.  

Old Business:

Fire Station Plans:  Paul Boerboom with TSP and Gaard Rops of Stockwell Engineers presented and explained the site and floor plans for the proposed fire station building.  John Roers of ReliaBank gave an update on the Rural Development loan process.  It was the consensus of the council that TSP finishes the building plans to allow ReliaBank and Rural Development to proceed with the loan application process. 

Fire Station Lots:  Sidel presented a site layout plan and explained that the proposed fire station will sit on Lots 2B, 2C, 3B, and 3C.  A portion of Lots 1 and 9 will be needed by the fire department for parking.  Discussion was held on re-platting Lots 1 and 9 in order that the city maintain the creek area and use a portion of those lots for a future bike/rec trail.  A motion was made by Johnson, second by Deelstra to authorize the city to re-plat Lot 1 and Lot 9 – all voted yes, motion carried.  Discussion was held on the sale of Lots 2B, 2C, 3B, 3C, and the re-platted portions of Lot 1 and 9 to the fire department.  A motion was made by Monahan, second by Johnson to donate Lots 2B, 2C, 3B, 3C, and the re-platted portions of Lot 1 and Lot 9 to the Hartford Fire & Rescue in exchange for lowering the city’s yearly  appropriation by $7,000 for 10 years – all voted yes, motion carried.
Fire Department Service Agreement for 2011:  A Fire Protection Services Agreement was presented to the council for consideration.  A motion was made by Monahan, second by Deelstra to authorize the Mayor to sign the Fire Department Service Agreement after amending paragraph 14, “Assignment” based on the city attorney’s recommendations – all voted yes, motion carried.

Sports Complex Land – Wetland Delineation:  On behalf of the Sports/Rec Complex Committee, Todd Price received an additional quote for soil sampling of the wetlands area in the new sports complex land and reported that the Corp of Engineers is in the process of determining the wetland delineation.  A motion was made by Monahan, second by Olson-Duck to authorize Sayre Associates to perform wetland delineation services at a price of $2,940 pending the Corp of Engineer’s determination - all voted yes, motion carried. 

Lost and Found Items:  A motion was made by Deelstra, second by Olson-Duck to authorize the city to advertise lost and found items for 30 days and if not claimed, the property be donated to an appropriate charity – all voted yes, motion carried. 
New Business:

Sioux Falls Regional Sanitary Landfill Agreement:  A motion was made by Monahan, second by Deelstra to authorize the Mayor to sign the Sioux Falls Regional Sanitary Landfill Agreement on behalf of the City of Hartford – all voted yes, motion carried. 
Hartford Building Center – Billboard Agreement:  A motion was made by Monahan, second by Johnson to approve the Billboard Lease Agreement between the City and the Hartford Building Center for a three year period - all voted yes, motion carried.  

Approve Minutes of Previous Meetings:  A motion was made by Olson-Duck, second by Monahan to approve the November 2, 2010 regular meeting minutes – Deelstra abstained with all others voting yes, motion carried.  
Approve Bills Submitted for Payment:  A motion was made by Olson-Duck, second by Johnson to approve the bills submitted for payment – Monahan abstained with all others voting yes, motion carried.    

Ordinances, Resolutions, and Hearings:  
1st Reading of Ordinance #562 – Dynamic Braking Devices.  A motion was made by Monahan, second by Olson-Duck to approve first reading of Ordinance #562 – Dynamic Braking Devices - Bartmann and Swier voted no with all others voting yes – motion carried.
Reports: 

Public Works Superintendent Report: 
Streets – The city has been cleaning out waterways and culverts, sweeping streets, and repairing the bucket truck.  Wagner noted that streets will be swept once more before winter and Christmas decorations will be put up the week after Thanksgiving.  
Review Backhoe Bids – Award Bid:  A backhoe bid tabulation sheet was provided to the council.  A representative from RDO Equipment and a representative from Titan Machinery were in attendance to provide information and answer questions.  A motion was made by Swier to authorize the city to accept the RDO Equipment bid in the amount of $80,990 and authorize the city to advertise the old backhoe for sale – motion died for lack of a second.  A motion was made by Bartmann, second by Monahan to table this matter to a later date to allow the council additional time to consider this matter – Swier voted no with all others voting yes, motion carried.

Water & Sewer – The city began discharging last week and will try to discharge once more before winter.  All pumps at the lift stations are running good.  Wagner reported that water and sewer at Western Meadows has been inspected.  Neil Hanisch will be attending a class and taking the Class 2 Wastewater Treatment exam in December.

 Parks & Pool – The park bathrooms and skateboard park have been closed for the season.  Wagner reported that some lighting in the park and in the shelters has been changed.  The crew will begin removing tiles and old paint in the pool area.  In addition, some of the leaf dumpsters will be removed.  

City Engineer Report:  Regarding SRTS-Phase 2, Erin Steever of Banner Associates reported that design work continues, bridge fabricators have been contacted, and the USACOE 404 permit for the bridge site has been received.  A public meeting was held on the LOMR matter wherein Matt Buddie of FEMA answered residents’ questions and Banner provided a copy of the FEMA LOMR to a developer consultant.  City Administrator, Teresa Sidel was thanked for assisting with the meeting.  The LOMR is currently in a 90-day appeal period.  Scott VanderMuelen with Banner attended a Sports Committee meeting, assisted with the wetlands mitigation matter, and is performing the topographic survey.  Banner also attended the Bike/Rec Trail Committee last week with surveying to begin on phase 1 of the bike/rec trail. 
Finance Officer Report:  Macdonald provided the council with a copy of the Bill Report, Revenue Report, and Expenditure Report as well as a summary of the October cash report and sales tax revenue.  Carol Schutte, Election Superintendent, and Macdonald will be attending an Election Workshop on November 19th in Sioux Falls.  A list of upcoming events was presented to the council as well as information regarding the upcoming Christmas party and 2011 Jamboree Days.  Macdonald reported that she will be attending an end of the year accounting seminar next week in Sioux Falls.
City Administrator Report: Sidel reported that R&R Concrete’s final pay request and SRTS-Round 2 engineer bills have been submitted to the SRTS grant committee for reimbursement.  In addition, the crossing signals extension request has been approved.  The local SRTS committee met regarding whether to apply for Round 4 funding and determined there is a need for additional sidewalks.  Sidel reported that approximately 20 homeowners attended the LOMR public meeting and she continues to work with homeowners regarding this issue.  SECOG will begin the fire station environmental survey and Stockwell Engineers will begin the CLOMR/LOMR process with FEMA.  Sidel attended a pre-disaster mitigation planning meeting and presented the council with the Code Enforcer/Building Inspector report for the month of October.
City Council Reports: 

Ward 1:  Deelstra reported that the recently held Sports Complex meeting was well attended.  Olson-Duck noted that her neighborhood has been very quiet.
Ward 2:   Johnson reported that the new fire station building committee met on November 4th with the next meeting scheduled for November 23rd.  In addition, the Jamboree Committee will be meeting on December 6th.  Johnson noted that the Waffle Feed held at the high school was very good.  Johnson wished everyone a Happy Thanksgiving.  Monahan reported that the Bike/Rec Trail Committee met with the city engineer last week regarding Phase 1 of the bike/rec trail.  Plans are to survey this area with construction of the 2/3 mile trail to start in the spring of 2011.

Ward 3:   Swier reported that the Sports Complex Committee met with the city engineer on November 10th.  The Design Committee will meet on December 1st and the next Sports Complex Committee meeting is scheduled for December 8th.  Bartmann discussed the on-going issue in his Ward wherein a property owner is responsible to remove building materials from his property.     

Mayor’s Report:  Mayor Zimmer extended a thank you to the City Council for serving on various committees and encouraged motivation throughout the winter months.  An update was given on the Drive to Revive Downtown Committee.  The Mayor noted that the Christmas tree lighting will be held on December 4th and the city Christmas party is scheduled for December 10th at 6:30 p.m. at Ten Pin Alley.  Mayor Zimmer thanked Erin Steever of Banner Associates for attending the meeting. 
Adjourn:  A motion was made by Monahan, second by Olson-Duck to adjourn at 9:06 p.m. – all voted yes, motion carried.
