City Council Meeting – Regular Meeting July 6, 2010 – Hartford City Hall
Mayor Paul Zimmer called the meeting to order at 7:00 p.m. at Hartford City Hall with the following city council members present:  Bob Deelstra, Mike Swier, Mark Monahan, Gail Olson-Duck, and Leah Johnson with Eric Bartmann arriving at 7:03 p.m.   Also present were City Administrator, Teresa Sidel, Finance Officer, Deb Macdonald, Public Works Superintendent, Craig Wagner, along with Deputy Sheriff, Steve Maciejewski, and City Engineers, Carrie Buthie and Scott VanderMuelen.  

New Business:

Approve Minutes of Previous Meetings:  A motion was made by Johnson, second by Deelstra to approve the June 15, 2010 regular meeting minutes – all voted yes, motion carried.

Ordinances and Hearings:  

Second Reading of Ordinance #555 – Amend Water Provisions (Meter Readings).  A motion was made by Monahan, second by Olson-Duck to approve and adopt second reading of Ordinance #555 – all voted yes, motion carried.

First Reading of Ordinance #556 – Sunday Off-Sale License.  A motion was made by Deelstra, second by Swier to approve first reading of Ordinance #556 including extending the hours for off-sale liquor sales from 12:00 a.m. to 2:00 a.m. and allowing liquor sales on Memorial Day – Olson-Duck and Monahan voted no with all others voting yes – motion carried.

Resolution 2010-2, Vacate Alley Petition.  A motion was made by Johnson, second by Deelstra to authorize Mayor Zimmer to sign Resolution #2010-2, which authorizes the City to vacate a 15-foot alley that runs 330’ from Kingsbury Avenue to Oaks Avenue – all voted yes, motion carried. 

Visitors:  

Block Party for South Eastern Avenue.  Ryan Bortnem submitted an application to conduct a block party on South Eastern Avenue between Emma Drive and Mickelson Road from 6:00 p.m. to 12:00 a.m. on July 9-10, 2010.  A motion was made by Deelstra, second by Johnson to approve the application for the South Eastern Avenue block party on July 9-10, 2010 from 6:00 p.m. to 12:00 a.m. – all voted yes, motion carried.

Reports: 

Swimming Pool Report:  Pool Manager, Amy Sebert updated the council on pool attendance, pool parties, pool rescues, and reported that 192 season passes have been purchased.  Barb Thaler conducted a rescue drill on June 16th for lifeguards and will be holding two additional training sessions before the end of the season.  The second session of swim lessons will begin on July 19th.  Sebert has received positive feedback from parents regarding two sessions of swim lessons being offered this summer.  
HADC Report:  Clay Wilfahrt gave an update on the Marketing Committee’s ideas for the upcoming year, on several business leads/contacts, and on plans to form a Retail Committee.  In June, nine new members joined HADC bringing the total to 72 which is an increase of 43 members over the last 12 months.  The Hartford area telephone book will be distributed in August.  Wilfahrt extended a thank you to volunteers who assisted with Jamboree Days and to the council for allocating funds for this event.  
Fire Department Report:  Mayor Zimmer reported that three sub-committees to the Fire Department building committee were formed:  Lease Agreement Committee, Finance Committee, and Design Committee.  Discussion was held on possible financing options for a new fire station. 

Sheriff’s Deputy Report:  Deputy Maciejewski updated the council on Jamboree Days.  Overall, the daytime events went over very well.  There were some parking and traffic flow issues that may need improvement.  Maciejewski would like to address a few minor security/safety issues prior to next year’s street dance.

Public Works Superintendent Report: 
Streets – Wagner reported that mag watering, street patching, and crack sealing have been completed.  Chip sealing is scheduled for mid to late July and Mickelson Road will be painted in the near future.  Wagner informed the council of a new provision allowing agencies to purchase items off other state bids.  
Water & Sewer – Wagner reported that the two-year water inspection has been conducted and a formal report will be forthcoming.  Pond B is being pumped down in order to fix the diffusers. 
Parks & Pool – The crew has been mowing and weed-eating the park.  Work on the ball diamond at Turtle Creek has been hampered due to the rainy weather. 

Meetings and Training – Wagner has been appointed to the South Dakota Municipal League Public Works Committee.

City Engineer Report:  Regarding SRTS-Phase 1, Carrie Buthie of Banner Associates reported that sidewalk pavement is complete and final grading and clean-up will resume as weather permits.  Contract revisions have been made for both SRTS-Phase 1 and 2 projects.  Banner is finalizing additional information as requested by FEMA in order that a base flood elevation letter can be issued.  Buthie reported that a letter was sent to the South Main Addition developers authorizing correction of the drainage issue.

VanderMuelen continues to work with the City and SECOG on the Long Range Transportation Plan for the Metropolitan Planning Organization.  He assisted with map preparation for the LWCF grant application and completed review of the revised Western Meadows Phase II.  VanderMuelen reviewed the drainage issue on Sagehorn Drive and presented the council with several options to correct the problem.  After discussion by the council, a motion was made by Monahan, second by Deelstra to authorize Banner Associates to proceed with Option #2 and to obtain three quotes – Swier voted no with all others voting yes, motion carried.

Finance Officer Report:  Macdonald reported that June financials and quarterly payroll reports are complete and provided the council with June revenue highlights as well as end of the quarter investment figures.  An update was given on the Park Rec Program and on the recently attended Finance Officer’s School. 
City Administrator Report: Sidel updated the council on SRTS-Phases 1 and 2 and the Long Range Transportation Plan and asked the council for their input on the future use map for the Comprehensive Plan.  Sidel has been in contact with a FEMA representative and received information on the flood insurance program.  An update was given on removal of Merlyn Grave’s demolished building on Main Avenue.  A motion was made by Monahan, second by Bartmann to set a deadline of July 20, 2010 for clean-up of the building and to enact a $200 per day fine retroactive to July 1, 2010 if such rubble is not removed – Deelstra voted no with all others voting yes, motion carried.  Sidel reported that the Bike/Rec Trail Committee was not awarded the Game, Fish, & Parks grant; however, SECOG is seeking other funding options.  The City will be receiving a $750 grant from Modern Woodmen for the purchase of trees for Turtle Creek Park.  Sidel noted that surplus items including a council table, a work station, and an AT&T phone system will be advertised in the SDML magazine.  A motion was made by Monahan, second by Olson-Duck to give one work station to the City of Hermosa free of charge – all voted yes, motion carried.  
Hire Recommendation for Part-Time Code Enforcer/Building Inspector:  Sidel conducted interviews for the position of part-time Code Official/Building Inspector and recommended hiring Orlin Punt for this position.  A motion was made by Bartmann, second by Johnson to approve the recommendation to hire Orlin Punt as part-time Code Official/Building Inspector at a rate of $17.50 per hour plus mileage – Olson-Duck voted no with all others voting yes, motion carried.  
Sixth Street Sewer Backup:  A motion was made by Deelstra, second by Bartmann to authorize payment of 6th Street sewer backup claims, upon receipt of a signed release, in the following amounts:  $3,167.73 to Ryan and Tiffany Stormo; $828.64 to Chris and Kamille Woslager; $6,089.82 to Jason and Diane Barbee; and $4,556.48 to Rich and Laura Johnson – Swier voted no with all others voting yes, motion carried.

City Council Reports: 

Ward 1:  Deelstra commended the HADC on the fantastic job of organizing the Jamboree Days celebration and thanked the Women of Today for coordinating the parade.  Olson-Duck also thought Jamboree Days went very well.  She has received complaints regarding unscreened fire pits as well as fireworks being discharged after hours.

Ward 2:   Monahan reported that the Bike/Rec Trail Committee will meet on July 27th.  He was approached regarding the price of pool passes compared to Sioux Falls.  Johnson recently attended a Fire Station finance committee meeting and reported the next Fire Station building committee meeting is scheduled for July 13th.  She was impressed with the Jamboree Days event.

Ward 3:   Bartmann witnessed the South Main Addition drainage problem after the recent rainfall and reiterated the importance of correcting the drainage issue.  Swier reported that the Sports and Rec Complex Committee will meet on July 14th.  The Drive to Revive Downtown Committee is planning a fundraiser raffle.  A motion was made by Swier, second by Deelstra to authorize the City to purchase six additional chairs for the staff table in the council room – Olson-Duck voted no with all others voting yes, motion carried. 
Mayor’s Report:  Mayor Zimmer read a Proclamation declaring July 11, 2010 as Sister Muriel Spartz Day.  The next Vision Team Meeting is scheduled for July 7th at 6 pm at Ten Pin Alley.  Mayor Zimmer reported that eight mayors attended the Minnehaha County Mayors Meeting held in Hartford on June 24th .  The meeting was successful and future meetings will be held quarterly.  Each city will have the opportunity to host a meeting, which will be done on a rotating basis.

Adjourn:  A motion was made by Deelstra, second by Olson-Duck to adjourn at 9:34 p.m. – all voted yes, motion carried.
