City Council Meeting – Regular Meeting January 19, 2010
Mayor Paul Zimmer called the meeting to order at 7:00 p.m. at Hartford City Hall with the following city council members present:  Mike Swier, Bob Deelstra, Gail Olson-Duck, and Phil Cunningham.  Mark Monahan and Mike Kane were absent with notice.  Also present were City Administrator, Teresa Sidel, Finance Officer, Deb Macdonald, Administrative Secretary, Rhonda Kuchta, and Public Works Superintendent, Craig Wagner, along with City Engineer, Carrie Buthie.
With no additions to the agenda, a motion was made by Olson-Duck, second by Swier to approve the agenda - all voted yes, motion carried.  

New Business:

Approve Bills Submitted for Payment:  A motion was made by Deelstra, second by Olson-Duck to approve bills submitted for payment - all voted yes, motion carried.    

Approve Minutes of Previous Meeting:  A motion was made by Deelstra, second by Cunningham to approve the January 5, 2010 regular meeting minutes – Olson-Duck abstained, with all others voting yes, motion failed for lack of quorum.

Ordinances and Hearings:  

Review and Discuss Draft of Ordinance #551, Parking, Storage, or Use of Recreation Equipment, Travel Trailers, and Vehicles.  After discussion by the council, a motion was made by Deelstra, second by Olson-Duck to table this matter until such time as the Planning & Zoning Board reviews the draft Ordinance and submits its recommendations to the council - all voted yes, motion carried. 

Visitors - Sewer Blockage and Back-Up on Sixth Street:  Chris Woslager, Laura Johnson, Jason Barbee, Ryan Stormo, and Tiffany Stormo addressed the council regarding sewer back-up in their homes on Sixth Street and the pending insurance claim.  

Visitors – Sidewalks and Curbs:  Mark Jensen addressed the council regarding sidewalks and curbs throughout the city.  

Reports: 

Public Works Superintendent Report: 
Streets – Wagner reported that the crew has been removing snow from the downtown area and around intersections and independent contractors have been hired to assist the city.  In addition, the equipment is working well and is ready for the next snowfall.

Water & Sewer –The city has been discharging pond #3 which should be finished the end of January.  Wagner has completed DMR quarterly reports and submitted the same to the DENR.
Parks & Pool – Wagner will be meeting with the City Administrator and City Engineer this week regarding SRTS plans.

Public Buildings – Wagner informed the council that the maintenance crew has been working to complete the city hall remodel project and to prepare for the Open House.

Training & Meetings – Neil Hanisch and Jesse O’Kane attended a pesticide class last week and will be attending another next month in order to keep their licenses valid.

City Engineer Report:  Carrie Buthie of Banner Associates reported that Scott VanderMuelen will be addressing review comments from the city and will be meeting with city staff to select a bid date and prepare advertisement for bid phases regarding SRTS Phase 1.  In addition, SRTS Phase 2 soil borings have been completed and the design phase, including a scour analysis, is scheduled to begin.  Buthie reported that work and analysis for the FEMA LOMR study continues.  VanderMuelen reviewed a FEMA LOMR for the South Main Addition.    

Finance Officer Report:  Macdonald reported that information has been gathered and provided to the accountant for preparation of the 2009 annual report.  In addition, the council was provided end of the quarter investment information.   Macdonald will be attending the SEAFOG meeting in Sioux Falls this week.  Mayor Zimmer pointed out several items on the 2009 Cash Report and Sales Tax Revenue report.
City Administrator Report: Sidel gave an update on the sewer blockage issue, the fire station grant, and the City Hall remodel project.  She extended a thank you to Terry Hagen and the city staff for all the work and time committed to the project.  Sidel ordered bike racks from Madrax for SRTS Round 1 and reported that the City Engineer has started SRTS Round 2 design work.  Sidel presented the council with benefit package information for their review.  She informed the council that Building Inspector, Rob Schulte, will be contacting building permit holders in an attempt to finalize expired permits and that she will be working with Macdonald to close the 2009 books.

City Council Reports: 

Ward 1:  Deelstra reported that he has received compliments on the street conditions.  Olson-Duck commended the city and Terry Hagen for a job well done on the city hall remodel project.

Ward 2:   Cunningham reported that he and Kane attended a fire station building committee meeting.  In addition, they are working with the fire department to solicit additional volunteers.

Ward 3:   No report

Mayor’s Report:  Mayor Zimmer thanked the staff and Terry Hagen for their work on the city hall project.  He recognized the HADC for their efforts and achievements and encouraged council members to attend upcoming meetings.  In addition, Mayor Zimmer noted that he has contacted state representatives regarding the fire station grant.  He reported that the Sports & Rec Complex Committee is in the process of establishing a 501(3)C status.  After discussion by the council, a motion was made by Deelstra, second by Olson-Duck to authorize the city to pay for filing fees and registration fees on behalf of the Sports & Rec Complex Committee, all voted yes, motion carried.  
Executive Session:  A motion was made by Deelstra, second by Swier to enter into executive session for legal and personnel matters at 7:52 p.m. - all voted yes, motion carried.  A motion was made by Deelstra, second by Olson-Duck to exit executive session at 8:17 p.m. - all voted yes, motion carried.

A motion was made by Olson-Duck, second by Swier to allow Craig Wagner to use 80 hours of his accumulated sick leave to tend to his significant other during rehabilitation services in Colorado – all voted yes, motion carried.

Adjourn:  A motion was made by Olson-Duck, second by Cunningham to adjourn at 8:19 p.m. – all voted yes, motion carried.
