City Council Meeting – Regular Meeting June 15, 2010 – Hartford City Hall
Mayor Paul Zimmer called the meeting to order at 7:00 p.m. at Hartford City Hall with the following city council members present:  Bob Deelstra, Mike Swier, Mark Monahan, Gail Olson-Duck, Leah Johnson, and Eric Bartmann.   Also present were City Administrator, Teresa Sidel, Finance Officer, Deb Macdonald, Public Works Superintendent, Craig Wagner, along with City Attorney, Larry Nelson, and City Engineer, Carrie Buthie.  

Approve Bills Submitted for Payment:  A motion was made by Deelstra, second by Olson-Duck to approve bills submitted for payment – all voted yes, motion carried.    

Approve Minutes of Previous Meetings:  A motion was made by Johnson, second by Deelstra to approve the June 1, 2010 regular meeting minutes – all voted yes, motion carried.

Visitors:  

6th Street Block Party – July 4th.  Pat Beckman submitted an application to conduct a block party on 6th Street from Eastern to Mundt on July 4-5, 2010 from 12:00 p.m. to 12:00 a.m.  A motion was made by Olson-Duck, second by Monahan to approve the application for the 6th Street block party on July 4-5, 2010 from 12:00 p.m. to 12:00 a.m. – all voted yes, motion carried.

Ordinances and Hearings:  

Bosco’s Special Events Permit.  Bosco’s submitted an application to request a special events permit.  This permit would allow Bosco’s to sponsor a lawn mower poker run as a fundraiser for the Fire Department on July 10, 2010 from 11:00 a.m. to 6:00 p.m.  Cindy Swanston, on behalf of the Hartford Fire & Rescue, presented the council with a map outlining the poker run route.  A motion was made by Deelstra, second by Swier to approve the application for a special events permit for a lawn mower poker run on July 10th from 11:00 a.m. to 6:00 p.m., provided the route is changed to exclude driving past the city park - all voted yes, motion carried.

Fire Department Special Malt Beverage License.  The Hartford Fire & Rescue submitted an application to request a special malt beverage license for June 19-20, 2010.  This license would allow for the sale of malt beverages in a beer garden located at the corner of 1st Street and Main Avenue in conjunction with Jamboree Days.  A motion was made by Johnson, second by Deelstra to approve the application for a special malt beverage license for the sale of malt beverages by the Hartford Fire & Rescue at the corner of 1st Street and Main Avenue on June 19-20, 2010 from 6:00 p.m. to 1:00 a.m. – Olson-Duck abstained with all others voting yes, motion carried. 

Second Reading of Ordinance #554 – Amend Subdivision Regulations.  A motion was made by Monahan, second by Bartmann to approve and adopt second reading of Ordinance #554 – all voted yes, motion carried.

First Reading of Ordinance #555 – Amend Water Provisions (Meter Readings).  A motion was made by Monahan, second by Olson-Duck to approve first reading of Ordinance #555 – all voted yes, motion carried. 
Resolution 2010-3, Support Document Needed for LWCF Grant.  A motion was made by Monahan, second by Johnson to authorize Mayor Zimmer to sign Resolution #2010-3, which authorizes the City to execute and file an application for the Land and Water Conservation Fund grant – all voted yes, motion carried. 

Old Business:

Temporary Mixing Site – Gerald and Laurie Cressman:  Gerald and Laurie Cressman and a representative of Knife River Construction appeared before the council regarding Knife River’s interest in leasing Cressman’s land northeast of the bowling alley for a mixing site in conjunction with paving a portion of I-90 this summer.  

Sunday Off-Sale Liquor Sales:  Discussion was held on the possibility of allowing Sunday off-sale liquor sales.  It was the consensus of the council to proceed with first reading of an ordinance to allow Sunday off-sale liquor sales. 
New Business:

Server Quotes:  Two quotes were presented to the council for a new computer server system for City Hall.  A motion was made by Monahan, second by Bartmann to approve the quote submitted by Dell Marketing L.P. in the amount of $1,683.20 which includes installation – all voted yes, motion carried.

Reports: 

Public Works Superintendent Report: 
Streets – Wagner reported that mag water is scheduled for June 16th.  The crew has been patching and stripping streets and repairing barricades for Jamboree Days.  The Welcome to Hartford sign has been repaired.  In addition, the city will be spraying for mosquitoes this week. 

Water & Sewer – Wagner reported that diffusers at the aeration ponds are in need of repair.  The sewer plant is being repainted. 
Parks & Pool – The crew has been mowing and weed-eating the park, trimming trees, and working on the flower beds.  The ball diamond lights have been repaired.  Discussion was held on naming the new ball diamond at Turtle Creek Park.  It was the consensus of the council to give daycares the opportunity to suggest names for the new ball diamond.     

City Engineer Report:  Regarding SRTS-Phase 1, Carrie Buthie of Banner Associates reported that the sidewalk in the park will be poured after Jamboree Days.  Contract revisions are being made for both SRTS-Phase 1 and 2 projects.  Documents have been signed by South Main Addition developers and two homeowners.  It was the consensus of the council that the South Main Addition developers proceed with plans for correcting the drainage problem.  A meeting was held with the City and SECOG to discuss the Long Range Transportation Plan and Banner is preparing maps for the LWCF grant for improvements to Turtle Creek Park.  In addition, Western Meadows Phase II plans have been reviewed.  
Finance Officer Report:  Macdonald reported that she will be attending Finance Officers School this week in Mitchell.  A summary of the cash report and sales tax revenue was presented and an update given on the Park Rec Program.  Discussion was held on swimming pool hours on July 4th.  A motion was made by Bartmann, second by Monahan to close the swimming pool on July 4, 2010 – Swier, Olson-Duck, Johnson, and Deelstra voted no with Bartmann and Monahan voting yes – motion failed.  A motion was made by Swier, second by Olson-Duck to open the swimming pool from 1:00-5:00 p.m. on July 4, 2010 – Bartmann and Monahan voting no with all others voting yes – motion carried.

City Administrator Report: Sidel updated the council on SRTS-Phases 1 and 2.  The Planning and Zoning Board and SECOG will be reviewing the current comprehensive plan.  The council was asked for their input on the future use map.  Sidel has been in contact with Merlyn Grave regarding removal of the demolished building on Main Avenue.  A motion was made by Olson-Duck, second by Bartmann to require that a fence be installed along the sidewalk in front of the demolished building and that the building north of the rubble pile be secured by 12:00 p.m. on Friday, June 18, 2010 - all voted yes, motion carried.  It was the consensus of the council to request the Code Enforcer/Building Inspector to inspect the site.  Sidel researched implementing an emergency plan.  She was informed that Minnehaha County has jurisdiction and the City of Hartford would follow their emergency plan.  The City is in the process of updating the Metropolitan Planning Organization’s Long Range Transportation Plan.  
City Council Reports: 

Ward 1:  Olson-Duck reported that neighbors in her area are pleased with the removal of the park driveway at 4th Street.  In addition, issues regarding barking dogs and unscreened fire pits were also discussed.  Deelstra reported that he attended the Sports & Rec Complex meeting and commended Wagner and staff on painting of the streets.

Ward 2:   Monahan reported that the Bike/Rec Trail Committee met on June 14th to finalize plans for the Jamboree Days booth.  The next meeting will be held on July 27th.  Johnson reported that she attended the Vision Team Meeting and Fire Station building committee meeting.  The next Fire Station building committee meeting will be held on July 13th at 7:30 p.m.

Ward 3:   Swier reported that a Sports and Rec Complex Committee Meeting will be held on July 14th.  This Committee plans to meet the second Wednesday of each month.  Bartmann attended the Fire Station building committee meeting.  He expressed concern about lack of maintenance on a property in his neighborhood.
Mayor’s Report:  Mayor Zimmer attended the Fire Department building committee meeting and reported that three sub-committees were formed:  Lease Agreement Committee, Finance Committee, and Design Committee.  All Minnehaha County Mayors will be meeting on June 24th with the meeting being hosted by the City of Hartford at City Hall.  Mayor Zimmer invited council members and staff to meet and greet the mayors prior to the meeting.  The Vision Team has been planning the Community Information Night.  A motion was made by Bartmann, second by Johnson to authorize the City of Hartford to pay for the meal at a cost not to exceed $1,500 – all voted yes, motion carried.

Executive Session:  A motion was made by Swier, second by Deelstra to enter into executive session for legal matters at 9:01 p.m. - all voted yes, motion carried.  A motion was made by Deelstra, second by Johnson to exit executive session at 9:27 p.m. - all voted yes, motion carried.
Adjourn:  A motion was made by Deelstra, second by Olson-Duck to adjourn at 9:28 p.m. – all voted yes, motion carried.
