City Council Meeting – Regular Meeting December 21, 2010 – Hartford City Hall
Mayor Paul Zimmer called the meeting to order at 6:58 p.m. at Hartford City Hall with the following city council members present:  Mike Swier, Mark Monahan, Gail Olson-Duck, Eric Bartmann, Leah Johnson, and Bob Deelstra.   Also present were City Administrator, Teresa Sidel, Finance Officer, Deb Macdonald, Public Works Superintendent, Craig Wagner, along with City Attorney, Larry Nelson, and City Engineer, Scott VanderMuelen.
With no additions to the agenda, a motion was made by Bartmann, second by Olson-Duck to approve the agenda - all voted yes, motion carried.  

 Executive Session:  A motion was made by Johnson, second by Monahan to enter into executive session, pursuant to SDCL 1-25-2, at 6:59 p.m. - all voted yes, motion carried.  A motion was made by Deelstra, second by Olson-Duck to exit executive session at 7:36 p.m. - all voted yes, motion carried.   

New Business:

Appointment of Planning and Zoning Members:  Mayor Zimmer appointed Dean Munce, Bill Campbell, Anna Mitchell, and Travis Kuehl to serve on the Planning and Zoning Board for an additional two-year term beginning January 1, 2011.  A motion was made by Monahan, second by Deelstra to approve the Mayor’s appointments to the Planning and Zoning Board – all voted yes, motion carried.  
Renew Code Enforcer/Building Inspector Hire Agreement for 2011:  A motion was made by Olson-Duck, second by Deelstra to renew the Code Enforcer/Building Inspector Hire Agreement and to approve Orlin Punt continuing as part-time Code Enforcer/Building Inspector for 2011 – all voted yes, motion carried. 

2010 Audit Contract:  The 2010 audit engagement letter from Gary Larson, CPA was presented to the council.  A motion was made by Monahan, second by Johnson to approve the 2010 Audit Contract of Gary Larson, CPA – all voted yes, motion carried.
2011 Sheriff Contract:  The 2011 Minnehaha County Sheriff’s Contract was presented to the council.  A motion was made by Deelstra, second by Olson-Duck to table this matter until the next council meeting – all voted yes, motion carried.

107 N. Main - Merlyn Graves Building:  Merlyn Graves asked the council to consider whether or not he could hire the city crew to knock down the top portion of his building located at 107 N. Main.  After discussion, it was the consensus of the council that Mr. Graves obtain a private company to perform this work. 

Approve Minutes of Previous Meetings:  A motion was made by Olson-Duck, second by Johnson to approve the December 7, 2010 regular meeting minutes – all voted yes, motion carried.  
Approve Bills Submitted for Payment:  A motion was made by Monahan, second by Deelstra to approve the bills submitted for payment – all voted yes, motion carried.    

Correspondence:  The city received a thank you from the Sioux Falls Area Humane Society for approving their 2011 Animal Control Contract.  In addition, Joe Scott sent the city an email praising Hartford for its appearance.

Reports: 

Public Works Superintendent Report: 
Streets – The city has been repairing equipment, plowing streets, clearing intersections, hauling snow, and repairing mailboxes.  Wagner reported that the city’s policy has been to fix mailboxes that are damaged due to snow plowing.  Since there are several brick mailboxes and brick lighting located in city-owned boulevards, the council was asked to review the policy.  A motion was made by Monahan, second by Johnson to authorize the City Administrator to change the current policy to include that only pole-type mailboxes will be repaired – all voted yes, motion carried.  

Water & Sewer – Neil Hanisch has taken his Class 2 Wastewater Treatment exam.  Infratech has finished the manhole bottoms and flow lines and will work on inflow problems after the first of the year.

 Parks & Pool – Tile in the pool bathhouse has been removed.  
City Engineer Report:  Scott VanderMuelen of Banner Associates reported that SRTS-Phase 2 plans and specifications have been submitted to the DOT.  Surveying for the Bike/Rec Trail – Phase 1 project has been completed with design work in progress.  VanderMuelen reported that the surveying crew will be finishing one corner of the fire station land survey this week.  Following completion of the survey, the preliminary plat will be submitted to the city for review. 
Finance Officer Report:  Macdonald informed the council that the 2011 Municipal Government Day at the Legislature is scheduled for February 1st and 2nd in Pierre.  The council was provided a list of 2011 City Council Meetings, a list of upcoming events, a copy of the Bill Report, Revenue Report, and Expenditure Report as well as a summary of the November cash report and sales tax revenue.  Macdonald requested that $13,701.13 be transferred from the contingency fund account into general fund accounts.  This will secure enough funds until the end of the 2010 budget year, leaving a balance of $8,566.77 in the contingency account.  A motion was made by Monahan, second by Johnson to approve the following transfers from the contingency account - $6,500 into the finance office account; $302.21 into the courts account; $6,500 into the planning and zoning account; and $398.92 into the debt certificate participation account - all voted yes, motion carried. 
City Administrator Report: Regarding SRTS projects, Phase 1 crossing signals will be bid this spring, Banner has prepared bid specs for Phase 2, and SECOG is working on the Round 4 funding application.  TSP’s Status of Project Summary and the bank’s financing update regarding the new fire station were presented to the council.  In addition, Sidel reported that SECOG is conducting the environmental survey, Banner is currently re-platting Lots 1 and 9, and Stockwell has submitted the CLOMR-F application to FEMA.  The Interstate Inns 3rd Addition Development timeline was provided.  Sidel noted that due to recent healthcare legislation requirements, effective April 1, 2010 flex insurance will cover dependent children under the age of 27.  A motion was made by Johnson, second by Olson-Duck to authorize the city to implement this flex insurance coverage change in order to comply with federal law – all voted yes, motion carried.
Code Enforcer/Building Inspector Training/Schools: The council reviewed two upcoming educational opportunities for the code enforcer/building inspector to attend.  After discussion, a motion was made by Monahan, second by Johnson to allow Orlin Punt to attend two consecutive days of the ICC Upper Great Plains Region III Educational Institute Workshop in Brooklyn Park, Minnesota in February – Deelstra was absent for voting with all others voting yes, motion carried.

City Council Reports: 

Ward 1:  Deelstra and Olson-Duck noted that their neighborhoods have been quiet.
Ward 2:   Johnson attended the December 6th Jamboree Committee Meeting and noted that the Christmas Party was a fun time!  Monahan gave a Bike/Rec Trail project update and reported that the Committee will meet on January 11th at 6:30 p.m.  
Ward 3:   Swier reported that the Sports Complex Committee will be meeting on December 29th.

Mayor’s Report:  Mayor Zimmer reported that Survivor participant, Holly Hoffman and Governor-Elect Dennis Daugaard will be at Pizza Ranch December 23rd at 4:00 p.m.  In addition, a Mayoral Proclamation declaring December 30th as Jan Meile Day was read.  Mayor Zimmer reported that employee evaluations have been completed and reviewed, the Vision Team will meet January 5th, and the Minnehaha County Mayors’ Meeting is scheduled for January 12th in Sioux Falls.  Mayor Zimmer wished all residents a MERRY CHRISTMAS!

Any Other Business:  A motion was made by Monahan, second by Olson-Duck that housing eligibilities be appraised on the sports complex land – all voted yes, motion carried. 
Adjourn:  A motion was made by Monahan, second by Deelstra to adjourn at 8:36 p.m. – all voted yes, motion carried.
