City Council Meeting – Special Meeting August 24, 2010 – Hartford City Hall
Mayor Paul Zimmer called the meeting to order at 6:32 p.m. at Hartford City Hall with the following city council members present:  Bob Deelstra, Mike Swier, Mark Monahan and Eric Bartmann with Leah Johnson arriving at 6:33 p.m. and Gail Olson-Duck arriving at 6:52 p.m.  Also present were City Administrator, Teresa Sidel, Finance Officer, Deb Macdonald, and Public Works Superintendent, Craig Wagner.  

With no additions to the agenda, a motion was made by Deelstra, second by Monahan to approve the agenda - all voted yes, motion carried.  

Visitors:  
Recognition of Visitors by Council.  Jeremy Menning, Terry Hagen, Scott Nelson, and Jenny Patrick were in attendance on behalf of the Hartford Area Development Corporation to present HADC’s 2011 budget request.  
2011 Budget:  Sidel briefed the council on revenue sources for the city such as property taxes and sales tax income.  In addition, discussion was held on establishing separate fund accounts for the Sports Complex and Bike/Recreation Trail.  A motion was made by Johnson, second by Monahan to authorize the city to establish a separate fund for the Sports Complex transferring $99,215.72 from the general fund into this fund and to establish a separate fund for the Bike/Recreation Trail transferring $24,661.10 from the general fund into this fund – all voted yes, motion carried.  The council reviewed proposed revenues and expenditures for 2011 and discussed projects and expenditures to consider for the 2011 budget.  A worksheet listing these expenditures was reviewed and ranked by the council with the following motions made in regards to the 2011 budget.  A motion was made by Monahan, second by Deelstra to approve $50,000 from the 2011 general fund for the swimming pool with a separate fund to be established – all voted yes, motion carried.  A motion was made by Monahan, second by Johnson to approve $25,000 from the 2011 sewer fund for correcting the Sagehorn Drive drainage issue – all voted yes, motion carried.  A motion was made by Monahan, second by Deelstra to approve $75,000 from the 2011 general fund for the Bike/Recreation Trail - all voted yes, motion carried.  A motion was made by Deelstra, second by Johnson to approve $48,874 from the 2011 general fund which would include - $40,500 for constructing restroom facilities at Turtle Creek Park; $3,100 for installing electricity at Turtle Creek Park; and $5,274 for putting in a disc golf course at Turtle Creek Park – all voted yes, motion carried.  A motion was made by Olson-Duck, second by Johnson to approve $119,000 split between the 2011 general, sewer, and water funds which would include - $32,000 to purchase a skid steer; $12,000 to purchase a blower; and $75,000 to purchase a dump truck equipped with a plow and sander – all voted yes, motion carried.

Adjourn:  A motion was made by Olson-Duck, second by Deelstra to adjourn at 8:28 p.m. – all voted yes, motion carried.
