City Council Meeting – Regular Meeting August 17, 2010 – Hartford City Hall
Mayor Paul Zimmer called the meeting to order at 7:00 p.m. at Hartford City Hall with the following city council members present:  Bob Deelstra, Mike Swier, Mark Monahan, Gail Olson-Duck, Leah Johnson, and Eric Bartmann.   Also present were Finance Officer, Deb Macdonald, Public Works Superintendent, Craig Wagner, along with City Attorney, Larry Nelson, and City Engineer, Scott VanderMuelen.  

Additions to the Agenda:  Bartmann requested that the “Fire Station Building Update” be discussed prior to New Business.  A motion was made by Johnson, second by Deelstra to move the Fire Station Building Update before New Business - all voted yes, motion carried.  

Old Business:

Utility Vehicles:  Discussion was held on operating utility vehicles on city streets and the possibility of the SD Legislature addressing this issue in 2011.  A motion was by Deelstra, second by Monahan to table this matter until after the 2011 SD Legislative Session – Olson-Duck voted no with all others voting yes, motion carried.
Fire Station Building Update:  Mayor Zimmer, Bartmann, and Glenn Mehlhaff updated the council on the Fire Station Building sub-committees, the proposed cost and proposed construction date, and the “design build” method.  A motion was by Monahan, second by Bartmann to authorize city elected and appointed officials to work with the fire department to pursue a funding packet of $1,000,000 for construction of a new fire station and report back to the city council with their findings and plans for further action - Olson-Duck abstained with all others voting yes, motion carried.


New Business:

Approve Bills Submitted for Payment:  A motion was made by Monahan, second by Olson-Duck to approve the bills submitted for payment – all voted yes, motion carried.    

Approve Minutes of Previous Meeting:  A motion was made by Olson-Duck, second by Monahan to approve the August 3, 2010 regular meeting minutes with the recommended correction – all voted yes, motion carried.

Ordinances and Hearings:  

Second Reading of Ordinance #560 – Golf Carts.  A motion was made by Swier to approve and adopt second reading of Ordinance #560 – motion died for lack of a second.  A motion was made by Bartmann, second by Swier to amend  the Ordinance by omitting the last sentence in Section 7.0904 Hours of Operation - Monahan voted no with all others voting yes – motion carried.  A motion was made by Bartmann, second by Johnson to approve and adopt second reading of Ordinance #560 as amended – Monahan voted no with all others voting yes - motion carried.  
Visitors:  
Crystal Sundermann - Block Party for August 28-29, 2010.  Crystal Sundermann submitted an application for the South Bar to conduct a block party on Main Avenue between First Street and Menth Street from 7:00 p.m. to 1:00 a.m. on August 28-29, 2010.  A motion was made by Monahan, second by Bartmann to approve the application for the South Bar block party on August 28-29, 2010 from 7:00 p.m. to 1:00 a.m. – all voted yes, motion carried.

Lynn Grocott – Water Issue at 900 S. Western.  Lynn Grocott expressed concern about a water issue on his property located at 900 S. Western Avenue.

Reports: 

Swimming Pool Report:  Pool Manager, Amy Sebert updated the council on pool attendance, pool parties, pool rescues, and reported that 98 individual and 94 family passes were sold this season.  Barb Thaler conducted three training sessions as well as four unannounced drills, all of which were successful.  The pool will close for the season on August 22nd at 5:00 p.m.  Sebert thanked Thaler for her excellent help to the staff and community; thanked the city employees and council members for their support and encouragement; and thanked the pool staff for their dedication, efforts, and for a job well done.  The entire council commended Sebert for all her hard work as pool manager.  
Public Works Superintendent Report: 
Streets – Wagner reported that the crew has been cleaning ditches, painting curbs by fire hydrants, and repairing gravel roads.  The City will begin trimming trees in the near future. 

Water & Sewer – Wagner reported that diffusers in aeration pond A have been repaired and a new grate has been installed at the Sagehorn lift station.  The sewer system inspection held on August 10th went well. 

Public Buildings – Wagner noted that a new stand has been built, installed, and painted for the City Hall air conditioning unit.

Parks & Pool – The city park has been sprayed with Tempo, a mosquito barrier.  In addition, crushed concrete has been hauled in to fill low spots in the parking lot.  

Training & Meetings – Wagner advised that the SD Water and Wastewater Association conference will be held in Sioux Falls on September 15th-17th, 2010.  He would like to attend some sessions along with Neil Hanisch, Assistant Public Works Superintendent.  Discussion was held between Wagner and the council about current certifications.  It was the consensus of the council that Hanisch pursue obtaining Class II certifications.

City Engineer Report:  Regarding SRTS-Phase 1, Scott VanderMuelen of Banner Associates reported that dirt work has been done on the sidewalk project and the site is being prepared for seeding.  The DOT has requested additional information on the SRTS-Phase 2 bridge project.  The developer of the South Main Addition has started work to correct the drainage issue.  VanderMuelen reviewed plans for the installation of water and sewer mains near the golf course.  In addition, plans are underway and expected to be finished next week on the Sagehorn Drive drainage issue. 
Finance Officer Report:  Macdonald provided the council with a copy of the Bill Report, Revenue Report, and Expenditure Report as well as a summary of the July cash report and sales tax revenue.  The council was reminded that the SDML Annual Conference is scheduled for October 5th-8th in Rapid City.

City Administrator Report: The revised SRTS-DOT/Banner Contract was presented for the Phase 2 project.  A motion was made by Johnson, second by Bartmann to approve the revised SRTS-DOT/Banner Contract – Deelstra voted no with all others voting yes, motion carried.  Discussion was held on preparation of the fire station building site as well as beginning the environmental process.  It was the consensus of the council to put this matter on next meeting’s agenda at which time Sidel will be present to offer further information.  

City Council Reports: 

Ward 1:  No report.  
Ward 2:   Monahan reported that the Bike/Rec Trail Committee is tentatively planning to meet on August 26th.  Johnson noted that the next Fire Station Building Committee meeting is scheduled for August 31st at 6:30 p.m. at City Hall. 
Ward 3:   Swier reported that a Sports and Rec Complex Committee Meeting will be held on September 8th.  Bartmann updated the council on the progress of both the Fire Department finance sub-committee and Fire Station Building Committee.
Mayor’s Report:  Mayor Zimmer noted that a Community Information Night will be held on September 20th at 6:00 p.m. at West Central High School.  Mayor Zimmer requested the council’s attendance at this event.

Adjourn:  A motion was made by Bartmann, second by Olson-Duck to adjourn at 8:50 p.m. – all voted yes, motion carried.
