Hartford Planning and Zoning Minutes - Regular Meeting February 25, 2014
Chairman Munce called the meeting to order at 7:00 p.m. with the following members present: Bender, Bjergaard, and Campbell, with Wegleitner arriving at 7:06pm. Cunningham and Ham were absent with notice.  City Administrator Teresa Sidel, City Code Enforcer/Building Inspector Paul Clarke and SECOG Representative Toby Brown were also present.    
Approval of the Agenda:  A motion was made by Bender, second by Bjergaard to approve the February 25, 2014 agenda as set - all voted yes, motion carried.    

Approval of the Minutes:   The minutes from the February 11, 2014 meeting were reviewed.  A motion was made by Bender, second by Campbell to approve the February 11, 2014 minutes – all voted yes, motion carried.  
Hearings/Petitions/Applications:

     *7:05 Public Hearing – Rezone a portion of unplatted property in the SW ¼, SW ¼, Section 23-102-51 Minnehaha County, South Dakota from county zoning designation of AG (Agricultural) to the city zoning designation of R (Residential):  Eric Willadsen, engineer for Sam Assam, has submitted a rezone application to the City on Mr. Assam’s behalf.  Last year, Mr. Assam annexed approximately 200 acres into the city for future residential and commercial development.  This application is to only rezone approximately 9.55 acres in the SW ¼, SW ¼, of Section 23-102-51.  Mr. Assam is asking to rezone approximately 3.8 acres from the county zoning designation of AG (agricultural) to the city zoning designation of R (residential) in order to erect multi-family units of some type, which will be determined at a later date.   Most of the remaining 5.75 acres is in a designated floodplain.  A motion was made by Munce, second by Bender to recommend to the city council to rezone 3.8 acres as shown on exhibit “A” of the application from AG (agricultural) to R (residential) and to rezone the remaining 5.75 acres from AG (agricultural) to NRC (natural resource conservation) since it is within a floodplain area – all voted yes, motion carried.    
Old Business:
      *Code Enforcement and Building Inspector Report: Paul Clarke updated the Board on various building activities in the city:  The property at 1021 Diamond Circle is working on a remodel permit, various framing inspections have been completed, the Hartford Elevator is still working on their new office at 200 Menth Street and an update was given to the Board on the progress of the Mundt Building.    

     *Review of Matrix Form:   Bill Campbell put together a matrix form that outlines what uses are allowed in each zoning district and designates if it is a permitted or conditional use.  This form was reviewed and discussed with Toby Brown from SECOG.  The Board has noticed that some of the uses are similar in description but vary slightly by zoning districts.  Brown suggested that the Board review those areas on the form and discuss at a future meeting possible wording changes to clarify the use in each district.  
      *Review Verbiage Corrections to Ordinance #575:  Toby Brown offered some suggested verbiage changes to Ordinance #575 is the city’s current zoning ordinance.  The changes would add a definition for lot coverage and clarify the definition for double frontage lots.  The Board discussed off-street parking spaces but suggested no change to this part of the regulations.  The suggested verbiage changes will be reviewed further and discussed at a later date.  
     *City Administrator Updates:  Sidel noted that the conditional use appeal for 503 N Oaks went before the City Council on February 18th and the P&Z decision to approve the conditional use permit was upheld by the council.  It was also noted that the city is now working with the county to take possession of a piece of property in town that is currently owned by the county.  
Adjournment:  A motion was made by Bender, second by Bjergaard to adjourn at 8:27 pm - all voted yes, motion carried.
