Hartford Planning and Zoning Minutes - Regular Meeting March 13, 2012
Chairman Munce called the meeting to order at 7:00 p.m. with the following members present: Ham, Wegleitner, Campbell, Cunningham, Mitchell and Bender.  City Administrator, Teresa Sidel was also present along with the City’s Code Enforcer/Building Inspector, Paul Clarke.

Approval of the Agenda:  A motion was made by Campbell, second by Cunningham to approve the March 13, 2012 agenda as set – all voted yes, motion carried.  
Approval of the Minutes:  The Board reviewed the February 28, 2012 regular meeting minutes.  A motion was made by Mitchell, second by Bender to approve the February 28, 2012 minutes – Ham abstained with all others voting yes, motion carried.  
Hearings/Petitions/Applications:  
         * Plat Hearing – The Planning and Zoning Board reviewed a plat for Lot 3, 4, 5 & 6 of Block 10 in Cresswood Addition.  The plat was reviewed by the city engineer, public works superintendent and city administrator and was found to comply with all city regulations and standards.  It was noted that Topaz Place will be a private access drive and all water and sewer utilities under Topaz Place will also be privately owned.  It was also noted that the driveway opening into Topaz Place was less than 36’ so it does conform to city regulations – it is only 29’.  A motion was made by Bender, second by Campbell to approve the plat as submitted and recommend approval of the plat to the city council – all voted yes, motion carried.  

         *Conditional Use Permit – The Planning and Zoning Board also reviewed a conditional use permit submitted by Brian Wiseman to erect one 4-plex unit upon each lot of Lot 3, 4, 5, and 6 of Block 10 of Cresswood Addition.  The Board reviewed the proposed site plan and the following items were noted:  All garbage will be in an enclosed shelter, there will be no identifying signage upon the property, and there will be two standard street lights erected on the property – one on the east side and one on the west side.  Although no conditions were placed upon the property, the Board did suggest the placement of a buffer (i.e.-trees, shrubs, fence) on the west side of the property to shield residents from the commercial district once it gets developed.  A motion was made by Ham, second by Cunningham, to approve the conditional use permit for the erection of 4 – 4plex units upon Lot 3, 4, 5, & 6 of Block 10 of Cresswood Addition – all voted yes, motion carried.   
New Business and Updates:
       *Code Enforcer/Building Inspection Report -The Planning and Zoning Board reviewed the February 2012 Code Enforcer/Building Inspector Report.  Paul Clarke updated the Board on items he has been working on for the city.

       *The Board was given more details regarding the up-coming Community Information Night, which is to be held at the new fire station on May 7, 2012.  Chairman Munce asked the Board to keep that date open if possible noting that they will need volunteers to help with the event.
 Executive Session:  A motion was made by Bender, second by Mitchell to enter executive session pursuant to SDCL 1-25-2 at 7:20pm – all voted yes, motion carried.  A motion was made by Bender, second by Wegleitner to exit executive session at 7:26pm – all voted yes, motion carried.

Adjournment:  A motion was made by Cunningham, second by Mitchell, to adjourn at 7:34 pm - all voted yes, motion carried.
