Hartford Planning and Zoning Minutes - Regular Meeting March 25, 2014
Chairman Munce called the meeting to order at 7:00 p.m. with the following members present: Bender, Bjergaard, Cunningham, Campbell, Wegleitner and Ham.  City Administrator Teresa Sidel and City Code Enforcer/Building Inspector Paul Clarke were also present.    
Approval of the Agenda:  A motion was made by Cunningham, second by Ham to approve the March 25, 2014 agenda as set - all voted yes, motion carried.    

Approval of the Minutes:   The minutes from the February 25, 2014 meeting were reviewed.  A motion was made by Bjergaard, second by Bender to approve the February 25, 2014 minutes – Cunningham and Ham abstained, with all others voting yes, motion carried.  
Old Business:

      *Review Verbiage Corrections to Ordinance #575:  Toby Brown offered some suggested verbiage changes to Ordinance #575 of the city’s current zoning ordinance.  The changes would add a definition for lot coverage, correct the definitions for frontage lot, front lot line and street and it would also clarify the definition for double frontage lots.  The Board reviewed and discussed these changes.  A motion was made by Bender, second by Campbell to recommend approval of the presented changes to zoning ordinance #575 to the city council – all voted yes, motion carried.  

     *Review of Matrix Form:   Bill Campbell put together a matrix form that outlines what uses are allowed in each zoning district and designates if it is a permitted or conditional use.  During this process, it was evident that some uses do not have clearly defined definitions.  The form was reviewed and discussed by the Board.  It was the consensus of the Planning and Zoning Board to ask Toby Brown with SECOG to help with defining each use to help clarify our regulations.  
New Business & Updates:
     *Height Restrictions on Accessory Buildings:  Although the city’s current zoning regulations has a maximum height restriction on buildings for each zoning district, the regulations do not clearly define a height restriction on accessory buildings. After some discussion, the Board has asked Paul Clarke and Teresa Sidel to research this issue so it can be discussed further at the next planning and zoning meeting.
     *Code Enforcement and Building Inspector Report: Paul Clarke updated the Board on various building activities in the city:  He noted that two projects on S Western are close to finishing, there are 3 single family homes still in the construction process, and the 4-plex along Opal is close to needing a framing inspection.   
     *City Administrator Updates:  Sidel noted that a meeting will be schedule with Minnehaha County to discuss street and drainage conditions within the Brower Development, construction on a new hotel will begin this spring, the city is researching information regarding personal race tracks and the city plans to re-align Diamond Trail on the east side of Western Avenue this year.  Venice Becker has submitted an application to construct a 6-plex with attached garages at 301 E 5th Street and has asked the Board for a public hearing date of April 22, 2014.  A motion was made by Bender, second by Ham to move the April 29, 2014 Planning and Zoning meeting to April 22, 2014 – all voted yes, motion carried.  
Adjournment:  A motion was made by Bender, second by Cunningham to adjourn at 8:11 pm - all voted yes, motion carried.
