Hartford Planning and Zoning Minutes - Regular Meeting June 26, 2012
Chairman Munce called the meeting to order at 7:00 p.m. with the following members present: Wegleitner, Campbell, Cunningham and Bender.  Ham and Mitchell was absent with notice.  City Administrator, Teresa Sidel was also present.  
Approval of the Agenda:  A motion was made by Cunningham, second by Campbell to approve the June 26, 2012 agenda as set – all voted yes, motion carried.    
Approval of the Minutes:  The Board reviewed the May 26, 2012 regular meeting minutes.  A motion was made by Bender, second by Cunningham to approve the May 26, 2012 minutes – Wegleitner abstained, with all others voting yes, motion carried.  
Old Business:
         *Central Business District Amendment:  The Planning and Zoning Board discussed amending the zoning regulation for Central Business District by allowing a residential dwelling use below the first or ground floor of a building.  It is the intent of the city to maintain the ground floor of buildings within the central business district for business use only but the Board saw no issue with allowing residential dwellings in the lower basement level. Current city zoning regulations allow dwellings above the first floor and this amendment would also allow a dwelling below the first floor and maintain the first floor for business use.  Toby Brown from SECOG drafted a proposed zoning amendment to reflect this change that was reviewed by the Board.  A motion was made by Campbell, second by Cunningham to  recommend to the city council a zoning amendment change  to allow a residential dwelling above or below the first or ground floor of a building in the Central Business District by conditional use permit – all voted yes, motion carried.  
New Business & Updates:
       *May Building Inspection/Code Enforcement Report: The Board reviewed the May Building Inspection and Code Enforcement Report.   
       *Proposed AT&T telecommunication tower:  AT&T has submitted a proposal to the City for a co-locate on the current Verizon telecommunication tower within in city.  City regulations does allow for a co-location on an existing tower by conditional use permit. Due to the small lot area, location of an additional equipment shelter for AT&T would require a setback variance by the city.  The Board discussed the various issues of placement and noted that they would be open to consider a variance application if submitted by AT&T.  City Administrator, Teresa Sidel, will follow-up with AT&T and gather additional information.     
Adjournment:  A motion was made by Wegleitner, second by Campbell, to adjourn at 7:57 pm - all voted yes, motion carried.
