Approve Agenda:  A motion was made by Bartmann, second by Bender to approve the agenda as set – all voted yes, motion carried. 

Approve Minutes of June 13, 2017 Regular Meeting:  The June 13, 2017 meeting minutes were reviewed.  A motion was made by Bartmann, second by Randall to approve the June 13, 2017 regular meeting minutes – all voted yes, motion carried.  
A motion was made by Bartmann, second by Olson-Voth, to adjourn as the Planning and Zoning Board and reconvene as the Board of Adjustments – all voted yes, motion carried.

·  7:05 Variance Hearing:  John Fuller of 301 E 4th Street has submitted a variance request to adjust his 25-foot backyard setback to 15 feet. Mr. Fuller has a 99’x70’ lot that currently has a mobile home upon it.  Mr. Fuller plans to remove the existing mobile home and replace it with a 42’x24’ governor’s house.  He would like to attached a double garage to north.  The house will fit on the lot with no need for a variance, but if he wants to add a double garage to the north, a variance will need to be secured.  The Board discussed with Mr. Fuller the requirements needed for a variance and felt that Mr. Fuller’s situation did not meet those requirements.  The Board did agree that removal of the mobile home and addition of a Governor’s house will definitely be an improvement to the city and suggested a couple of alternate layouts that might allow Mr. Fuller to proceed with his project.  Mr. Fuller exited the meeting.  Randall called the vote.  A motion was made by Bartmann, second by Olson-Voth to deny a 10-foot rear yard variance request for 301 East 4th Street – all voted yes, motion carried.
A motion was made by Bender, second by Bartmann, to adjourn as the Board of Adjustments and reconvene as the Planning and Zoning Board – all voted yes, motion carried.

New Business:

· Review Preliminary Subdivision Plans for Turtle Creek Highlands:   The Board reviewed preliminary plans for Turtle Creek Highlands that were submitted by Willadsen Lund Engineering.  The plans are for a new Addition to the city’s east side that will be a mixture of residential and commercial lots.  Eric Willadsen and developer, Sam Assam, were present to address questions from the Board.  The plans have been reviewed and approved by the city engineer as it conforms to the city standards.  A motion was made by Bartmann, second by Randall to approve the preliminary plans for Turtle Creek Highlands – all voted yes, motion carried.  
Updates:    

· Code Enforcement/Building Inspector Update:  Building Inspector and Code Enforcer, Paul Clarke, was present to address the Board.  Clarke noted that there are several single-family homes and multi-family homes in various stages of construction, plus one new permit for a twin home.  He also noted that he is addressing several code complaints and violations, which seem to be an increase from previous years.    
· City Administrator Update:  City Administrator, Teresa Sidel, noted that the city engineers have completed the wastewater study and it will be presented to the city council on July 18th.  The Board will continue their review of the city’s comprehensive plan in July and a rezone hearing will come before the Board on July 11th.
Adjournment:  A motion was made by Bartmann, second by Randall to adjourn at 8:00 p.m. – all voted yes, motion carried.
