Approve Agenda:  A motion was made by Olson-Voth, second by Randall to approve the agenda as set – all voted yes, motion carried. 

Approve Minutes of June 27, 2017 Regular Meeting:  The June 27, 2017 meeting minutes were reviewed.  A motion was made by Bender, second by Bartmann to approve the June 27, 2017 regular meeting minutes – all voted yes, motion carried.  
Hearings/Petitions/Applications:

· 7:05 Rezone Hearing for 107 S Eastern Avenue:  Alex Espinoza has filed a rezone application for his storage unit at 107 S Eastern Avenue.  The property is currently zoned Light Industrial and a storage unit was erected upon it in 2014.  Since that time, at least one of the units has had a change of use.  Mr. Espinoza would like to rezone the property to Community Commercial – this would possibly allow business within the units as long as there are set conditions for operation by the Board.  The owner expressed his willingness to comply with the regulations and condition of use that are set.  Discussion was held by the Board and various issues were discussed, along with his intentions for the property.  A motion was made by Randall, second by Freemark, to recommend to the City Council approving the rezoning of 107 S Eastern Avenue from Light Industrial to Community Commercial – Randall and Freemark voted yes, with Bender, Bartmann and Olson-Voth voting no – motion was denied.  The City Council will hold a rezone hearing for this property on July 18, 2017 at 7:05pm.
Updates:    

· Code Enforcement/Building Inspector Update:  Building Inspector and Code Enforcer, Paul Clarke, was present to address the Board.  Clarke noted that there are currently 8 single-family homes under construction and some multi-family homes in various stages of construction.  The Board was given an update on a drainage issue that the city is addressing at one of the multi-family units. Clarke is also addressing several code complaints and violations.  The Board also was presented a copy of his June report.  
· City Administrator Update:  City Administrator, Teresa Sidel, noted that work continues on the Mickelson Road project.  At the Board’s next meeting, they will continue their review of the city’s comprehensive plan and hear an appeal regarding breeding in a residential zone.
Adjournment:  A motion was made by Bartmann, second by Bender to adjourn at 7:55 p.m. – all voted yes, motion carried.
