Hartford Planning and Zoning Minutes - Regular Meeting September 11, 2012
Chairman Munce called the meeting to order at 7:00 p.m. with the following members present: Ham, Wegleitner, Campbell, Cunningham, Mitchell and Bender.  City Administrator Teresa Sidel was also present, along with city engineers Mitch Mergen and Nick Borns. 
Approval of the Minutes:  The Board reviewed the August 28, 2012 regular meeting minutes.  Munce noted that it was his motion on August 28, 2012 to table the variances requested by Mary Kidwiler until the next Board meeting on September 11, 2012.   A motion was made by Cunningham, second by Campbell to approve the August 28, 2012 minutes with the correction to the motion from Munce to table the variances requested by Mary Kidwiler until the next Board meeting on September 11, 2012 – Wegleitner abstained, with all others voting yes, motion carried.        
Approval of the Agenda:  A motion was made by Munce to add “Sub-Division Variance Applications submitted by Mary Kidwiler” to the September 11, 2011 agenda and approve the September 11, 2012 agenda with this addition, motion was second by Campbell – all voted yes, motion carried. 
Hearings /Petitions/Applications:  
        *Sub-division variances for Kidwiler Addition:  Mary Kidwiler of The Meadows Development Co. has submitted several variance requests to the city for consideration since her proposed development does not conform to our current sub-division regulations.  These variances were tabled by the Board until their September 11, 2012 meeting.  A motion was made by Bender, second by Campbell to table the variance request until the next Board meeting on September 25, 2012 – all voted yes, motion carried.  Mary Kidwiler addressed the Board and requested that her variances be tabled indefinitely at the next meeting.
New Business & Updates:  
       *August Code Enforcer/Building Inspection Report: The Board reviewed the August report as presented.

       *Discussion of Planned Unit Developments/Planned Developments:  Under city council direction, the Board is reviewing information regarding zoning amendments for planned unit developments and planned developments.  Toby Brown with SECOG was present to discuss with the Board the features of each of these zoning developments.  Planned Unit Developments (PUD), if adopted, would amend the city’s current residential zoning regulations to allow three things within residential districts – 1) Reduced lot sizes.  2) Detached townhome lots.  3) Allow commercial development within a PUD.  A PUD is only allowed by a conditional use permit so the Planning and Zoning Board may put conditions upon any plans in a PUD.  Brown noted that the City of Harrisburg is the only area town that has adopted a PUD.  The next form of zoning amendment discussed is called a Planned Development (PD).  A planned development is also a zoning regulatory item and it would basically allow flexible zoning and mixed land use within an area.  It also allows variances from the zoning regulations.   Approximately 50% of area cities have adopted a PD into their zoning regulations.  Appling for a PD would be part of the platting process for the city.  Both zoning amendments, PUD and PD, address the city’s zoning regulations not the city’s sub-division regulations or minimum design standards.  They can allow some variations to the city design standards but will keep the minimum design standards of the city.  They are both a tool that can be used by the city to vary from our zoning regulations somewhat.  Mark Cline and Mary Kidwiler addressed the Board with questions regarding a PUD and PD.  The Board noted that they plan to review the information that was presented to them and discuss in more detail at a later date.  A motion was made by Munce, second by Campbell, to table discussion on planned unit developments and planned developments until the next Board meeting on September 25, 2012 – all voted yes, motion carried.  
Adjournment:  A motion was made by Wegleitner, second by Mitchell, to adjourn at 8:22 pm - all voted yes, motion carried.
