Hartford Planning and Zoning Minutes - Regular Meeting September 30, 2014
Chairman Munce called the meeting to order at 7:00 p.m. with the following members present: Bender, Bjergaard, Cunningham, Haugen, Wegleitner and McMahon.  City Administrator Teresa Sidel was also present.    
Approval of the Agenda:  A motion was made by Cunningham, second by Bjergaard to approve the September 30, 2014 agenda as set – all voted yes, motion carried.    

Approval of the Minutes:   The minutes from the August 26, 2014 meeting were reviewed. One correction was noted.  The motion under the 7:05 Variance Hearing for 307 W 6th Street should read as follows: “A motion was made by Bender, second by Bjergaard, to grant a 3’4” setback variance along the west property line of 307 W 6th Street to allow the placement of a fence 6’8” from the property line – all voted yes, motion carried”.   A motion was made by Haugen, second by Wegleitner, to approve the August 26, 2014 minutes with the correction as noted – McMahon abstained with all others voting yes, motion carried.
Hearings/Petitions/Applications:
     *7:05 Hearing for ROW Vacation – A petition was received by the City to vacate the 20 feet of Menth Street that adjoins Lot 1 and Lot 2, Block 6 of South Addition to the City of Hartford, South Dakota.  The petition has been signed by all abutting property owners to the right-of-way and notice was posted.  All utility companies have been notified to identify any existing easements within this area.  Currently there is a cable and telephone utility easements within the proposed vacate area that will need to be maintained for existing services.  If approved, this would only vacate the south 20 feet of Menth Street between Western Avenue to Kingsbury Avenue and the entire vacated area would be given to the adjoining property owner to the south.  A motion was made by Haugen, second by Cunningham to recommend approval of vacating the 20 feet of Menth Street that adjoins Lot 1 and Lot 2, Block 6 of South Addition to the City of Hartford, South Dakota to the Hartford City Council with the condition that all existing easements be maintained for utility services – all voted yes, motion carried.  
Visitor Recognition:  Dan Warren was present to discuss the city’s regulations on Wind Energy Conversion Systems.  Mr. Warren is proposing to erect energy producing windmills for resale to surrounding farmsteads and acreages as an alternative form or supplemental form of energy.  The Board noted that he would have to comply with the city’s regulations regarding the sale of windmills and a conditional use permit would be needed.  The Board directed Mr. Warren to review our regulations and asked that he return with additional information for the Board to review.
New Business/Updates:
     *Code Enforcement and Building Inspector Report: Paul Clarke was absent due to his attendance at the National International Code Conference but he did supply the Board with his August Code Enforcement/Building Inspection Report for their review.  

     *City Administrator Updates: City Administrator Sidel updated the Board on various building projects and development plans throughout town and addressed questions.  
Adjournment:  A motion was made by McMahon, second by Bjergaard to adjourn at 7:42 pm - all voted yes, motion carried.
