Wegleitner was absent without notice.  City Administrator Teresa Sidel and City Code Enforcer/Building Inspector Paul Clarke were also present.        
Approval of the Agenda:  A motion was made by Bender, second by Bjergaard to approve the October 14, 2014 agenda as set – all voted yes, motion carried.    

Approval of the Minutes:   The minutes from the September 30, 2014 meeting were reviewed.  A motion was made by Bender, second by Cunningham, to approve the September 30, 2014 minutes – all voted yes, motion carried.

Old Business:
     *Dan Warren – Discussion of City Regulation of WECS:   Dan Warren was present at the Board’s September 30, 2014 meeting to discuss the city’s regulation on Wind Energy Conversion Systems (WECS).  Mr. Warren had indicated that he would like to erect a WECS at his property along Highway 38 in order to research and develop a WECS for resale to surrounding farmsteads and acreages as an alternative form or supplemental form of energy.  Mr. Warren was not present at the Board’s October 14th meeting but the Board did discuss what would be required by Mr. Warren in order to move forward with his proposed plans.  If Mr. Warren’s intentions are to move forward with the erection of a WECS for research and development and he would like to start manufacturing the units at his property located at 202 E Highway 38 then he would be required to rezone the property to light industrial and secure a conditional use permit from the Planning and Zoning Board.  The City will contact Mr. Warren and inform him of the city regulations and what is required to proceed forward with his plans.
New Business/Updates:
     *Code Enforcement and Building Inspector Report: Paul Clarke was present to update the Board on various building activities throughout Hartford.  There are currently 13 single family homes being constructed within the city, plus progress is being made with the new hotel, a new 6 plex apartment unit and a new storage facility along Eastern Avenue.  Clarke did receive a scholarship to attend the annual International Code Conference in late September for additional training.  

     *City Administrator Updates: City Administrator Sidel updated the Board on various building projects and development plans throughout town and addressed questions.  It was also noted that a sidewalk variance hearing is scheduled before the Board of Adjustments on October 28, 2014.
