Hartford Planning and Zoning Minutes - Regular Meeting October 28, 2014
Chairman Munce called the meeting to order at 7:00 p.m. with the following members present: Bender, Bjergaard, Cunningham, Haugen, Wegleitner and McMahon.  City Administrator Teresa Sidel and City Code Enforcer/Building Inspector Paul Clarke were also present.        
Approval of the Agenda:  A motion was made by Haugen, second by Bjergaard to approve the October 28, 2014 agenda as set – all voted yes, motion carried.    

Approval of the Minutes:   The minutes from the October 14, 2014 meeting were reviewed.  A motion was made by Bender, second by Cunningham, to approve the October 14, 2014 minutes – Wegleitner and Haugen abstained with all others voting yes, motion carried.  
New Business – Plat Review:  Stockwell Engineers have presented two H-plats for City approval.  The H-plats designate land that will be deeded to the city for the re-location of Diamond Trail east of Western Avenue.  The current roadway will be shifted north in order to align the intersection with Diamond Trail west of Western Avenue.  A motion was made by Bender, second by McMahon to recommend approval of Plat H-3 to the Hartford City Council – all voted yes, motion carried.  A motion was made by Bender, second by McMahon to recommend approval of Plat H-4 to the Hartford City Council – all voted yes, motion carried.  
Hearings/Petitions/Applications:

A motion was made by Bjergaard, second by Cunningham, to adjourn as the Planning and Zoning Board and reconvene as the Board of Adjustments – all voted yes, motion carried.

        * 7:05 Variance Hearing – 805 Sagehorn Drive: Raymond Lorang submitted a variance request for Lot 19, Block 1 of Ironwood Estates Addition. The request is for a sidewalk variance to delay placement of a sidewalk on the east side of the existing driveway to the east property line. A motion was made by Cunningham, second by Bender to grant variance request #2014-10-7 and allow the delayed installation of a sidewalk from the east side of the existing driveway to the east property line for 805 Sagehorn Drive (Lot 19, Block 1 of Ironwood Estates Addition) until improvements are made to the Colton Road or a bike path is adjacent to the Colton Road and the corner of Sagehorn Drive – all voted yes, motion carried.

A motion was made by Cunningham, second by Bender, to adjourn as the Board of Adjustments and reconvene as the Planning and Zoning Board – all voted yes, motion carried.

Old Business:
     *Dan Warren – Discussion of City Regulation of WECS:   Dan Warren was present to address the Board regarding the city’s regulation on Wind Energy Conversion Systems (WECS).  Mr. Warren had indicated that he would like research and develop a WECS at his property along highway 38 for eventual resale to surrounding farmsteads and acreages as an alternative form or supplemental form of energy (Mr. Warren was encouraged to check with the county to see if they have any regulations regarding WECS that must be met).  Mr. Warren presented the Board with a preliminary plan of a draft model.  After review of the plans, it was noted that this was an experimental model and there are too many unknowns at this point to have a working model upon his property.  A non-operational display model can be erected upon his property but an operational model will need to be engineer approved.  It was also noted by the Board that if Mr. Warren wants to proceed with the manufacturing of a WECS in the future, he will need to re-zone his property to light industrial – his current zoning does not allow WECS. Mr. Warren thanked the Board for their input.
**Bender excused himself from the meeting at 7:30pm during the discussion with Dan Warren.
New Business/Updates:
     *Code Enforcement and Building Inspector Report: Paul Clarke was present to address questions from the Board.  It was noted that progress on the east 5th Street apartments continues and the owner has been in regular contact with the city building inspector 

     *City Administrator Updates: City Administrator Sidel noted to the Board that the City has gained possession of the personal property at 507 N Vandemark Avenue.  The next P&Z meeting will include a conditional use request and a variance hearing.  Cunningham and Sidel gave the Board a brief update on the SD Planners Conference in Watertown.
